tlic consumption of what they pro-
duce.

Prof. I'. F. Trowbridge, of the
Agricultural Department of the State
University, was here, on Wednesday
afternoon of last week, and met with
n number of our citizens In the coun-
ty clerk's office, the object being to
arouse an interest in a greater crop
movement.

Ills first suggestion was that .Mi-
ssouri should (row everything she
needs, and conserve all surplus to the
very highest limit.

The second suggestion was that nil
tabor should be handled In such n
way in to lie able to produce the
greatest results.

The third was relating to the mar-
keting of the products. Each family
should not only produce n sufficiency
for Its own use, together with a good
leserve supply, but nlso iirodurc some
ns a surplus for the mmket, and thus
each would lie contributing to feeding
themselves, but nlso helping to feed
the army.

He urged upon all the Importance
