The Auto at the It. R. Crosslntr.
On would naturally sunnosc that

tho extraordinary large number of
accidents at railroad crossings would
servo as a warning to auto drivers to
uso great care when approaching the
iracKS. ino danger is so, great and
so obvious that It cannot be overlooked
with Impunity .

Nobody can read the dully accounts
or fatal accidents at crossings, with-
out being Impressed with the fact that
in a very large majority or cases, the
means of prevention lies In reach of
the person at tho steering wheel.

Granting that there are numerous
ctossings where tho view of approach
ing trains is not so clear as it should
be docs not excuse a driver for not
using care and good Judgment in

nassasrc over tho tracks. In.
decit, the reverse Is true: such n rnn.
illtlon imposes additional reasons for
carciuincss. 'the person driving must
not only watch out for his own safe-
ty, but. in most instances. th lives
of members of his family, or other
friends, are dependent upon his pro-
tection.

No matter whether the trip In a car
bo devoted to some business errand.
or simply a pleasure excursion, it is
liable to happen that one or more rail,
railroad crossings wll have tn h nmu.
ed over. It should not bo necessary to
stato that every time a crossing Is
reached, it should, be the particular
business of the driver to "play safe."
That person who acts about the same
at such a place as he would act else-
where, is guilty of--a serious breach of
"horse sense."

It Is still more true that the man
or woman who tries to "beat tho
train" over the crossing, shows an
essential lack or good Judgment
and that Is letting him or her off
lightly.

The frightful accidents that turn.
pen every day, must arouse in the
minds of newspaper readers the per-
tinent query: "What strange trait is
there in human nature that so leads
folks to needlessly peril their lives?"
