Front With an Idea That Is

Really Remarkable.

stands out above all others as being
entertainingly original and Ingonlous.
Such a patent Is one lssuod recently
for a golf tee. It Is Intended that tho
teo shall bo shattered to tiny frag-
ments when tho ball Is struck, and to
act as a fertilizer after having been
broken.

Tho too Is manufactured In a con-
ical shapo with a cupped top, Into
which the ball fits. It is made of green
gelatin, so that, contrary to tho con-
dition which exists In the paper and
rubber tees, the golfer can keep his
eye on the ball without the usual dis-
traction. When the club strikes tho
ball the gelatin tee Is
struck and shattered to a veritabics,
powder. These small, green frag-
ments scatter on the grass and aro
dissolved at tho earliest rain.

As gelatin is an excellent fertilizer,
tho shattered teo serves a very useful
secondary purpose.
