The Well.Known Newspaper Man Will

Since the memory of man runneth
not the contrary, Missourians have

elecled a newspaper man to the office
ol secretary of state. This does not
Jjust happen—there are reasons for it
The secretary of state compiles and
edits the State Official Manual, known
45 the Blue Book, the state’s most
important official publication. He
also a member of the printing com-
mission and has to do with buying all
the paper used by the slate, and has
many duties for which a newspaper
man's knowledge and-experience are
invaluable, And then the unselffish
service and consgistent loyalty of the
country editor to the interest of pub-
lic and party allke makes him espe-
clally worthy of preferment. For
these and other reasons the office of
secretary of state has been filled by
newspaper men f(or MADY years past
without a break. Is there any rea-
son why the time-honored precedent
should be disregarded this year?

The only newspaper man running s
James Kelly Pool, for twentyfive
years owner and editor of the Cen-
tralia Courier. Nobody questions his
qualifications: nobody challenges his
worthiness of the bhonor; nobody
doubts his long record of party serv-
lce and loyalty. He has the unani-
mous backing of the Democratic
press of the state—more than three
hundred editors are asking his nomi-
oation. He will lend strength to the
ticket in November and his nomina-
tion should be made as nearly unani-
mous as posesible.
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
