the Ideal of a large number of peo-

ple, regardless of affiliations. H has
spoken to more people in the United
States and In the world than any
other living man, and I protest against
men on this side or that side coming
In and branding as treasonable the
fairly considered words and sentiment
of anyone no matter how much he
may differ from me. I think it is
time that we all should be calm In
this matter. The test of patriotism Is
not whether we are opposed to the
president or the United States or
whether we Bupport him. If there
comes a crisis we know that it will
come without any action of the presi
dent of the United States. He has
exercised. his right and perogatlve of
severing diplomatic telatlons between
us and one of our old-tim- e friends.
It can only be precipitated when the
congress, after deliberation at both
ends of the capttol, shall declare that
we are to create the crisis. It Is not
for these gentlemen to talk of pa
triotism or nonpatrlotlsm, but when
congress has had the matter before
It, and made Its deliverance, and un-

til then I think that men on both
sides of this chamber would do well
to withhold their epithets and favors
until congress has spoken."
