CHANGE IN THE
, OZAfiK REGION
great ehaneo has com over the

face of southern Missouri during tho
last BO years. There was probably
no tvllder region in tho southwest of
tho United States than that comprised
by tht heavily timbered ridges sep
arating Missouri from Arkansas, when
the tvar between tho states ibroRo out.
These ridges formed, as Jt were, a
geographical barrier betw'ccn tho 2

great sections of the country In tho
territory south of tho Missouri river,
and, before tho civil strife was far
advanced, they becamo tho scene of
numerous encounters between the
Federal and Confedcrato forces. It
is with tho Ozark region that tho
campaigns of Sterling Price, Nathan
iel Lyon, nnd lator of Hosocrans, In
Missouri, are most closely Identified.
In tho Ozark region General Jeffer
son, better known ns "Jeff" Thomp-
son, tho "swamp fox of tho Confed
eracy," developed his earliest activi-
ties. Tho Ozarks recall the "Knights
of the Oolden Circle" and the Invas-
ion of Missouri, In 1S64, tvlien Price
reached Pilot Knob, appeared before
Jefferson City, nnd threatened St.
Louis. A considerable nrca In the
Ozarks, tho remote, had been settled
and cultivated previous to the war,
mostly by tho small farming element
of Arkansas, Unlike tho "Crackers"
of the Kentucky and Tennessee 'moun-
tains, their sympathies wcro almost
wholly with tho south. They wcra ns
handy with their rifles as were the
mountaineers of the Cumberland nnd
Bluo Bldge sections, and wero n
source of considerable anxiety to the"
Washington government. Partly on
their account tho famous Order No.
11, commanding all civilian sympa-
thizers with the south In the north to
"go below tho lines," on penalty of
nrrest nnd detention, was issued.
When tho Confederate forces failed
to maintain themselves on the Ozarks
tho smnll farmers "with southern
sentiments" "pulled up their stakes"
and moved Into .rknnsas, or mlgrat-o- d

to states still farther south, 1 of
the results of his exodus was the mul-
tiplication of the "razorback," an nn-tm- al

that will have to be explained
and, In a measure, described for tho
enlightenment of this day and gen-
eration. The early settlers In the
wooded country of tho southwest had
difficulty In raising more grain nnd
vegetables In their "clearings" than
wcre'nocessary to their home supply.
They had brought with them from
Arkansas some live stock, some rath-
er scrawny horses, underfed cows,
and "razorback" hogs. The latter
wero given loss attention than the
other animals, nnd were allowed to
run wild in tho forests, where they
lived on acorns, nuts, May apples,
pawpaws, nnd such other pickings ns
they might find. They grew tall and
lean, nnd, when required for food
purposes, had to bo hunted like game.
With the exodus of tho farmers these
strange animals, with "bodies shaped
like n sunflsh, heads like anteaters"
nnd bristles as sharp as enctus spines,
had to be left behind, Tor 4 years
or more' they were practically unmo-
lested, because their flesh was unin
viting, even to the soldiers who found
themselves occasionally encamped In
tho woods. During the great grass
hopper visitation, when theso insects
destroyed every green thing In the
Missouri valley, and when potk of the
better quality became scarce and went
up to almost prohibitive prices, an
effort was made to market the meat
of tho "razorbacks." Great numbers
of them were brought to the existing
stock yards, and the packing house
managers of those days, the middle
60s, did their utmost to popularize

the pioduct, but met with little suc-
cess. It was at about this time that
the 1st large shipments of "American"
pork wero sent to Europe. They con
sisted largely of the "razorback" pro
duct, and It was years before Europe
was ready to forget, or willing to for-
give, such exports. Of course, this
"American" pork was offered at rates
far below those demanded for native
meat, but It was high at any price.
The "razorba-cks- " did not, It may bo
Imagined, go very far toward build-
ing up an envlublo refutation for tho
Ozarks, or fur the ivglun in which
they nro situated. Moreover, for year3
nfter the war tho hill country between
Missouri and Arkansas was overrun
with lawless characters. Tho St.
Louis & San Franclsoo railroad, run-
ning southwest from Springfield, had
to contend frequently with organized
bands of desperados. Tho forests of
tho ridges became haunts nnd havens
for outlaws of tho James and Young-
er stripe, and in such circumstances
It was Impossible to Induce settlers to
take up homesteads In what has often
been pronounced ono of tho most
beautiful spots In North America.
But the law asserted itself In time,
nnd the country was. made iafo for
the husbandman. It Is today Inhab-
ited, If still sparsely, by n respectable
and thrifty class of peoplo. For the
last 12 yoars or so thn Ozarks have
been winning a reputation for the
quality of fruit produced In Its valleys
and on Its hillsides. Its apples are
among the finest, nnd It excels in
grapes. Tho soli is rich, the climate
is m)d, the land is picturesque, and
people who used to mako light of the
Ozarks because of tho "razorback"
are now pointing, nnd, of course, with
pride, to tho fact that tho region Is
mentioned more than once In Long
fellow's "Evangeline." Christian Sci- -

FARMERS FORSEE A
LABOR SHORTAGE

It Is said that of the 800 -- naval
recruits secured In Kansas City about
660 are from the country nnd" sur-
rounding towns; that the non-pr-

ducting, pool-ha- ll frequenters of the
bright lights are nut responding as
are the workers from the farms and
country towns. In other words, the
men needed to increaso the produc
tlon of the farms are enlisting, while
many of the city men who could be
spared without any economic loss,
are holding back. The administra-
tions conscription plan will get them,
but In the meantime enuf workers
are enlisting to make the coming har-
vest a nightmare to the farmer with
out sufficient help.

ALASKA BOUGHT
.Cm FfiOM RUSSIA

On. March 30, 1867, tho United
States scnato received, from President
Andrew Johnson, a messago contain-
ing tho surprising announcement that
a treaty had ben negotiated with tho
Czar of Russia, for tho purchase of
nil .that part of the continent known
ns Russian America. The negotia-
tions had not leaked,. It Is' believed
that not moro than 2 or 3 senators
closo to the president and Secretary
Soward had any knowlcdgo concern-
ing them. When tho announcement
was mado the messago was received
in ordinary form, but soon knots of
senators were gathered on the floor
discussing this latest departure from
the ordinary on the part of an execr
utlve who, during his entire Incum-
bency, had kept his friends as well as
his foes guessing. The Civil war had
been oer less than 2 years. What
was regarded as an Immense debt,had
been piled up against the country.
Tho west beyond the Missouri was
practically unsettled, much of It was
unexplored: tho government was
squandering money In the construction
across the desert of a railroad that
could never, by any possibility, pay;
nnd now, said the pessimists, when
the nation should bo retrenching nnd
economizing at every point, this new
extravagance is Indulged In. Alaska
cost the United States $7,200,000. In
gold, alono, approximately J500.000,-00- 0

has been taken out of tho terri-
tory nnd 4nto tho United States prop-
er, in the last B0 years. After hold-
ing tho land, discovered by Bering, in
1741, for over 100 years, in the mean
time granting various concessions to
trading companies and building-blockhouse- s

and forts along tho coast nnd
in the interior, Russia began to lose
interest In the possession. Tbere was
no Siberian railway in the middle of
the last century, access to the North
Pacific was difficult, transportation
was costly, nnd as early as tho Pierce
Administration, in 18G4, the then
Rhfsdan minister in Washington, Ba-
ron Stoekl, proposed, altho confident-
ially nnd tentatively, tho sale of the
great peninsula. William II. Seward
must have had an Inkling of the wlll-lngn- es

of the Czar to part with Rus-
sian America long beforo he was able,
ns secretary of state under President
Johnson, to negotiate for Its purchase.
For In some of his spoechos previous
to 1S60, there nro numerous refer-
ences to the expansion of tho United
States, In the northwest of the con-
tinent, that may reasonably bo given
this interpretation. In a speeoh - at
St. Paul, a year before tho outbreak
of the Civil war, after predicting con-
tinued growth of the republlo, ho said:
"I now turn to the Russian, the rep-
resentative of tho civilization of St.
Petersburg, making his forts and har
bors, but I can only saj 'Go on, Rus
sian. Build your forts and harbors.
You nre only doing it for my country,
because the civilization of the Unit-
ed States will yet extend to the north-
west.' " At all events, during his ser
vice under Lincoln and Johnson as
secretary of state, it was known, nnd
It became a matter of comment, that
Seward and tho Russian minister wero
very closo friends. Certain leases.
concessions, contracts, Invohlng tho
interests of the Russian and Hudson
Bay companies, had been coming to
tho point of expiration early In the
CO's. The Ruslarr company had fail-
ed to satisfy tho home government,
nnd the disposition In St, Petersburg
was not to renew Its franchise. Ba-
ron Stocky, in 18C6, wont homo on
leave of absence. It Is believed that
he carried with him a proposal from
Secretary Seward. At all events, when
his leave had expired, nnd he was
about to return to his post, In Feb-
ruary, 1867, the Archduke Constan-tln- e,

brother and chlof ndiser of tho
Czar, handed him a map with the
lines of the treaty, as It was later
fiamed, traced upon it. There Is evi-
dence going to show. Indeed, that the
treaty had been drafted before the
departure of the Baron, and that tho
compensation originally named was
$7,000,000, Just what argument was
brought to bear upon Secretary Bew-nr- d

afterward Is not known, but it Is
known beyond doubt, that another
$200,000 was added. The treaty has
often been referred to as 1 roost

for businesslike dlrectnecs.
It Is less complicated than many
business contracts of today. It Is said
to stand alone In the history of di-

plomacy ns un Important convention
"conceived, Initiated, prosecuted nnd
completed without being preceded or
attended by protocols or dispatches."
But many years were to come and go
before the treaty or Alaska would
nrouse any great degree of enthusiasm.
The purchase was long known ns
"Seward's FoBy," and not until gold
was discovered on tho Klondike did
it teem to the mass of the people that
the United States had got much of
a bargain In tho transaction with
Russia,

PAYS $1 OUNCE FOR
ROCKS IN HIS BEANS

TOPEKA, Kan. Benny Venn, nn
Iola groceryman, has been fined $1
an ounce for little speckled rocks
much resembling beans. This infor-
mation has been received by Leon A
Congdon, chief clerk In the office of
the state food and drug inspector
from the Allen county district court.
There isn't any statute against the
sale of rocks, as rocks- - But the trou-
ble with Venn's rocks, little speckled
rocks, was that they were Included in
packages of little speckled beans, Just
the ha mo size. And 1 of Congdon's
Inspectors bought a package that pur-
ported to contain 37 ounces of beans.
Instead It weighed but 32 ounces of
beans and 5 ounces of rocks. And the
court fined the groceryman 5 and
costs.
