In reading the numerous artl
c¢lag anent the pending Investl-
gations fnto the relation be
tween vice and low Wwages
among worklng glrls, 1 often
wonder: if any of the soclal
cconomists or philanthropists
interested ever gives a thought
to the pecullar conditlons con-
fronting the colored girl.

Debarred by race prejudlce
from seeking employment in of-
fice, store or factory, no matter
whiat her training, edueation or
specinl aptitude, ghe must enter
the army of house workers to
whom employment spells long
hours, small pay, scant time for
recreation or attention to per
sonal nepds—"staying nights”
meaning often sleeping in the
kitchen (!) or attle dr at best
sharing ope's room with a stran-
ger often personally uncongen-
lal, Yes, there is teaching and
sewing and heir dressing—oh,
the uitifully few “goenteel” occu-
pations for the dusky mald!
Thess are overcrowded and de-
mand special training. The girl
not so fortunste as to have sue-
coeded In one of thesa lines
looks longingly over the long
list of “wants" at the demand
for help in trades, stores and of
fees, knowing she will meet
“no colored nead apply,” no mat-
ter how nature or training may
have fitted her to Al the adver-
tised position, Finally she ao-
copts work as a domestic; phys
leally shs may oot be able to-
meet the demands upon her
