Insects' Taste for Blood.

Insecte whose ancestors for many
generntions bave never tasted blood
will gesk it with the utmost keanness
if an opportunity presenta itseif. The
vast majority of the mosquitos of all
spocies (which are sald to number
probubly 1,000) continue to exist and
to reproduce their kind on purely vege
table diet. As a rule the blood-seek
ing habit is confined to the females
but in the case of a few spoecies it is
gald to be eommon to both sexes. The
taste for blood s stimulated by the
heat. Some of the gpecies are nevet
met with near houses but are confined
to the deep recesses of forests and
woods, and these never have an op
portunity of tasting blood.
