Memphis Preparing to Dedicate Immense Bridge

Harahan bridge that spans the Mississippi river, connecting Tennessee-nn- d

Arkansns. The bridge, with Its ap
proaches, Is three miles long, has cost
58,000,000 and will be fully completed
this winter and formally dedicated
next April. It will have required
three years and a half to build. In Its
construction 23,000 tons of steel aro
used.

MILES OF OCEAN

Diver Tells of Difficulty in Locat-

ing Wreck of Treasure
Ship.

CASH AND SILVER BULLION

Other Wrecks Are Found by Treasure-Huntin- g

Crew, One of Them Ap-

parently Being That of
a Steamer.

Norfolk, Va. Searching for n sunken
htp on which there Is over $1,000,006

In money nnd silver bullion, tho treasure-h-

unting crew of 34 men under the
command of Capt. George Stlllson, n
master diver, Inventor nnd expert In
submarine engineering, Is not proving
an easy task, Stlllson says.

The treasure-lade- n ship Is, or was,
the Ward line steamer Merlda. She
was sunk In the summer of 1011 about
flfty-flv- o miles off Capo Charles Light-
ship when she as rammed by tho
freight steamer Admiral Fnrrngut.
Tho Merlda carried over 3Q0 passen-
gers, all of whom were taken off by
tho Farragut and transferred to the
Old Dominion steamer Hamilton,
which landed them In Norfolk.

Among tho passengers were n num-

ber of Americans fleeing from Mexico.
They had with them tho savings of
their lifetimes and these savings they
say, were locked In the safe In tho
offlco of tho purser of the Merlda.
When tho steamer was struck the wa-

ter poured through the hole In her
starboard side so fast that they did
not havo tlmo to save any of their
valuables.

Tho Merlda also carried silver bull
ion said to havo been worth over $C00,--
000. Tho purser's safo Is filled with
money and Jewelry. The vessel's car
go was fruit.

Treasure-Huntin- g Fleet.
Tho treasure-hunting- " fleet Is com-

posed of tho yacht J. H. Beckwlth, tho
trawler Fearless and n barge used by
divers. There aro about a dozen
divers In tho outfit. Including F. Nlll-so-

who Is said to have been the first
to explorb the bottom of the Atlantic
near where tho Merlda went down.

Cnpt. C. ncrraanson, who Is In com
mand of tho flagship of tho fleet, Is
of tho opinion that If tho Merlda is
found she will bo somo miles away
from tho spot whero she went down.

Divers have explored two miles of
(ho Atlantic ocean, it Is stated, and
havo found several weeks, one of
them apparently a steamer, but It was
not tho ono they sought. Divers sent
up portions of a deckhouse of the
steamer. There wa3 nothing of value
In tho wreck.

Captain Stlllson says ho has not
given up hope of finding tho Merlda
nnd Is not disappointed at not finding
the vessel at tho point whero she went
down.

"A vessel seldom goes right straight
to tho bottom when she sinks," he
says, "especially where tho water is
deep and tho currents strong." It is
possible that the Merlda Is ten miles
away from the spot whercsho went
down. Under currents sometimes car-
ry a vessel miles away before she set-

tles on tho bottom. And after she
strikes tho bottom, shifting sands
sometimes carry a vessel several
miles.

Captain Hermanson nlso Is of tho
opinion that the Merlda will be found,
and the divers, too, are confident.

Tho men tell of encountering
strange-lookin- g objects under water,
of stumbling against n sunken vessel,
or meeting a shark face to face.

Search Is Thorough.
Aftqr searching live miles In one

direction, the treasure hunters will re-

turn to tho spot where the Merlda
went down and search five miles In
another direction. After they have
gone north, south, each and west for

CABLE IN USE

HALF CENTURY

Cyrus W. Field's Faith in Ocean

Telegraphs Was Justified
in 18(?6.

EARLY PROJECTS FAILURES

Since July 27, 1866, New World Has
Been In Continuous Communica-

tion With Old by Subma-
rine Cable.

New York. It Is a little more than
a half century since the completion of
the first permanent Atlantic telegraph,
observes the New York Evening World.
Since July 27, 18C0, tho new world has
been In continuous and uninterrupted
communication with the old world by
means of the submarine cable. The
final success was achieved only after
several disheartening failures. As
early as 1843 Prof. Samuel F. B.
Morse suggested the possibility of an
Atlantic telegraph line.

Just a decade later Cyrus W. Field,
a wealthy merchant, became Interested
In a plan for laying an underground
cable across Newfoundland and In the
followlng yenr, 1S31, he secured the co-

operation of Peter Cooper, Moses Tay
lor and others in n scheme for a trans-
Atlantic cable. The manufacture of
2,500 miles of wire was completed In
1857 and tho task of laying It wns com-

menced nt Valentla, Ireland, In August
of that year, two American and two
British vessels being engaged. After
a few miles had been laid the cable
snapped. This was repaired, but after
300 miles of wire had been put down
It snapped again and tho vessels re
turned to Plymouth.

Success Short Lived.
A storm causeu tuo ralluro or a

second attempt, but the third voyage,
In 1858, was successful, and the Junc-
tion between the two continents was
effected by 2,059 miles of wire stretch-
ing from the Irish coast to Newfound
land. Messages were exchanged be-
tween Queen Victoria nnd President
Buchanan and there wns great rejoic-
ing on both sides of the ocean.

Tho Jubilation proved prematura
however, for In a short time tho cable
ceased to work and was branded a fail
ure. The faith of Field did not waver,
and, although the Civil war prevented
an early revival of the project. In 1805
a new company began the laying of
another cable. Tljo famous vessel, tho
Great Eastern, was dispatched to Ire-
land with tho. wire, but again the
project ended In failure.

Mr. Field then launched the Anglo--
American Telegraph company, and In
July, 1860, tho Great Eastern steamed

PRAYER FLAGS OF TIBETANS

When They Flutter Pleas of The De.
vout Ascend to the

Omnipotent.

Encircling the buildings of Lhasa,
Tibet, Is tho Sacred road, merely to
walk along which absolves tho mortal
from nil earthly sins, and many pil-
grims prostrate themselves for Its en-

tire length, thus securing everlasting
happiness In their future life, John
Claude White writes In tho National
Geographic Magazine.

Tho most Interesting portion of tho
Sacred road Is whero It runs through
somo sharp limestone rocks, carved
deeply with figures of Buddha painted
In mnny colors.

From tho rocks prayer flags are sus-
pended on lines running to nn Island
In the river. These prayer flags ore
universal In Tibet, and so long ns
they nro moving they are recording
prayers for the benefit of those who
put them up.

All devotees, men nnd women, wnlk,
always turning n small hand prayer
wheel, filled with minute prayers,
printed on thin paper; and large
prayer wheels, filled In somo enses
with tons of paper prayers, are set
revolving by wnter power. Smaller
ones nre turned by the hot air rising
from butter lamps.

Single prayers, printed on thin cloth,
aro strung vertically on poles or
stretched across open spaces to flutter
In the wind and thus send millions of
prayers vibrating towurd the Omnipo-
tent for the benefit of someone's soul.
They nre most picturesque. An old
Inma I once questioned on the subject
told me "that If the person turning the
wheel truly believed that by doing so
ho was accumulating merit, It would
certainly count us a meritorious ac-
tion."

Characters of Birds.
The federal government Is Investi-

gating birds with a view to discover-
ing whether they nre harmful or help-
ful to mankind. Of forty or fifty spe-
cies, exclusive of hawks and owls,
thus far put through this scientific
third degree, only one has been found
harmful the English sparrow. This
quarrelsome little creature Is an un-
qualified nuisance. All other birds of
the group mentioned nre either Innoc-
uous or helpful, nnd many of them are
worth well-nig- h their weight In gold
to the farmer and fruit raiser.

Of hawks and owls there nre 75
species found In this country, only six
of which are Injurious. The rest
cither do no harm at all. or more than
make up for occasional depredations
by their services In keeping down ver-
min.

Tho moral seems to bo that when
In doubt about the character of a bird,
give It the benefit of that doubt. The
chances aro about fourteen to one that
even the suspected hawk or owl Is a
friend In disguise, and other feathered
creatures, with the single exception of
the sparrow, are Just and righteous al-
together.

tures In which Paul was concerned, a
narrow escape and the unexpected
providences used In his deliverance.
The day was Inaugurated by Paul's
magic words "I am a Roman citizen,"
which caused the commander, Lyslas,
to release him from the threatened
scourging, and made him more than
ordinarily careful In his treatment of
Paul.

I. Before the Elders (vv. By
referring back to chapter 21, v. 13, wo
find tho chnrge which really underlay
all of Paul's trouble, his preaching In
the name of the Lord Jesus. Paul's
defense Is Interesting. He gives us a
rehearsal of his Christian life, laying
emphasis upon Its blnmelessncss nnd
tho fact that he Is not nn apostate
Jew. The high priest speaks to silence
him, but not gently. Although Paul
for n moment seems to give way to his
Justifiable Indignation, he quickly re-
veals his reverenco for tho rulers of
the people. He then divides the san-
hedrim Read carefully chapter 22:0-7- ,

and compare with verses 17 and 18.
The sanhedrln could not explain this
testimony of Paul, and were seeking
to put aside the whole question. An
Interesting discussion would bo to con-
sider the Insult to Paul. Was his In-

dignation right nnd rightly expressed?
Another question, the matter of Paul's
apology. Just for what did he apolo-
gize? Is It ever wrong to speak evil
of rulers? These were Indeed days of
stress nnd storm. Wns Paul Justified
in dividing the sanhedrln in order to
conquer their opposition to him?
Again, how God used these Incidents
In the furtherance of the gosped s a
suggestlvo lesson for us all. It has
been hinted that Ananlns was not In
his priestly garments, nnd thereforo
perhaps not readily recognized by
Paul. Paul may never have seen him,
as he was elected high priest ufter
Paul had left the council. It Is Inter-
esting to note that It Is not said that
anyone struck Paul or that Paul did
not apologize for his words or deny
them to be true, but only for their be-

ing spoken to the high priest. Read
in this connection what Christ said to
the Pharisees (Matt. 23:27). Paul

because he hnd broken the
law found In Exodus 22:28. In the
trial of Christ one of the officers struck
Jesus with the palm of his hnnd,
whereupon Jesus answered him, say-
ing: "If I have spoken evil, bear wit-
ness of the evil, but If well, why smlt-es- t

thou me?" On the other hnnd,
when Jesus was by the com-
mon soldlres, he opened not his mouth.
Was Paul ono "who was angry nnd
sinned not?" (See Eph. 4:20). Our
danger Is not so much In the posses-
sion of a temper, but In our lack of
controlling It.

II. The Plot and Deliverance (w. ).

Paul's prospect was not a pleas-
ant one. In his darkness God appeared
to his faithful servant to cheer him
(v. 11). Perhaps Paul was tempted to
think he had made a mistake In com-
ing to Jerusalem over the protests of
his friends, but evidently the Lord
heartily approved of his testimony
there. A dangerous conspiracy was
forming against him, but God was, as
ho nlwnvs Is. hpfnrphnnil ViIm mm.
fort nnd preparation for the crisis. Wo
have often speculated as to what be--
cnme 0f the forty men who entered
Into It (see v. 12) whether they ac-
tually lived up to their oath. If they
did, they must have died of starvation.
They were determined men, willing to
go any length, and fancied they wero
doing the will of God. There Is no
more dangerous man than he who fan-
cies tlint he must be the Judge as to
who are God's friends nnd who nre his
foes, and that he is the appointed exe-

cutioner of God's Judgment. Tho plot
was well laid, and seemed certain of
success, but It failed miserably. (Seo
Psalm 2:1-4- ; 04:1-10- ; Isaiah 41:10).
The wicked, who leave God out of
their plans, no matter how cunningly
they plot, are doomed to fuliuro (Rom.
8:31). These plotters with
tho priest. Ecclesiastics have often
descended to the lowest villainy. Men
are not murdered toduy, though their
reputntlons nro often blasted by un
principled nnd hellishly Impelled pro-
fessed followers of the lowly Naza-ren- e.

Paul had friends In this city.
His nephew's discovery and revelation,
und tho Gentile soldier, a colonel, of-

fered his deliverance. In the boy's
henrt there must havo been grent ad-
miration for the uncle. It would be
well for teachers of boys to have them
repent In their own language this boy's
story. Paul was not safo in Jerusa-
lem. The Roman governor recognized
tho nature of the conspiracy, and the
desperate character of the Jewish fa-
natics, and therefore sent him under a
strong guard to Caearea, which was
reached after a Journew on horseback,
lasting through the night and tho fol-
lowing day.

The twenty-thir- d Psalm Is a person-
al possession for every Christian.
Again and again it has been pointed
out that if the first versa began, "Tha
Lord Is n shepherd," it is not likely
that men nnd women and children for
3.000 years would havo counted It one
of their priceless possessions. But
the phrasa Is "The Lord U ray Bhep,
herd.
