strongth of determination to conquer
Is the one that wins.

The resolute mind knows no impos-
sibilities. Obstacles may come up, to
be sure, but tho determined spirit
does not acknowledge that they are
insuperable. No difficulty is so try-an- d

earnest, persistent effort tho
man or woman of character will de-
pend for success. To each person,
duty comes daily, presenting to
everyone a countenanco more or less
forbidding.- - Often the right has the
appearance of a severe taskmaster
and the wrong smiles much more be-

ing, but that there is a possibility
bewitchingly. The world may point to
evil and call It good, and friends
may offer their protests against a
course that conscience plainly pro-

But duty never
wavers. It Is true it sometimes
brings apparent impossibilities with
it, but whether these come in the na-

ture of physical Infirmities, inconve-
nience or unpopularity, they must bo
met. Then It is that the impossible
puts on possibility, and found to be
merely brazen images chained by the
pathway of life.

The present year will probably
show a favorable Increase in new
business enterprises, the outgrowth
of Negro brain, effort and finance.
Greater Kansas City will no doubt
come in for her share, as the Ne-

groes aro catching the business spirit
and beginning to realize that they are
not white and have not come to the
point where conditions and necessity
alike demand moro business for our
people, conducted by our people. The
Negro must take notice of the fact,
however, that no business Is busi-
ness, unless, conducted upon strictly
business principles. The white man
is courteous to a dog If he thinks he
has a dollar to spend, likewise the
Negro must not forget, that courtesy
is a valuablo asset in the business
world. If the Negro ingoing to sell
groceries he must keep his store
clean and keep a general stock of
staple goods and fresh meats and
vegetables, be courteous and do not
keep mustomers .waiting unnecessar-
ily. The stockholders of business
concerns should not come to their
stores to transact their business
whllo the customers stand around
waiting to be served. The director's
meeting should consider all matters
having to do with the management
and conduct of business. There is
no mistake but that Negroes can suc-

cessfully conduct any kind of busi-
ness, and be patronized by Negroes
who are glad to pay for what they
get.

CATHOLIC EDUCATION.

We, refer with pride and gratitude
to the growth of our Catholic schools.
It Is an evidence of the interest which
you take In tho Christian education
of your children. You arc convinced,
as we are, that vellginjs instruction
is not only a part of education but the
most important part. It is the surest
means of preserving our Catholic.
Faith and of training mr chihlron to
become good men and good women.
It teaches them to resnert authority,
to obey law and-.t- o be w careful of
the rights of others .is they are of
their own rights. It is np best prep-
aration for citizenship Iiy support
ing our Catholic schools you render
most valuable service both to the
Church and to our countr. There Is
no more genuine patriotism.

We desire to encourage your efforts
In the cause of higher education. In
order to preserve th pood results
of their training in 'he elementary
schools, our pupUs should continue
their studies in Catholic high schools
and colleges. The time which is

to complete their education will
be spent with profit. They will gain
a more thorough know ledge of our
holy religion together with the

which they need to prepare them
for any pursuit-I- n practical life.

With a view to enlarging the op-
portunities for higher education, the
Holy See, at the Instance of the Hier-
archy, established the i.'uthoIic Univer-
sity as a center for our schools and
colleges.
