The State Convention of Republi-

G. Burton of Nevada, and A. Nelson
of Lebanon, as alternates.

Sedalia was selected as the next
place of meeting, after a spirited
contest.

Several changes were made in the
constitution, tho principal ones being
as follows: Hereafter tho represen-
tation in conventions shall be one
delegate for each 100 members, in-

stead of 50 as now ; no porson shall
hold a proxy from any club unless
he is a member of that club; the con-

vention will meet hereafter oiicc
every two years instead of annually.

One of the big features of the con
vention was the speccli made just
after the opening by Hon. John M.
Thurston of Nebraska, president of
the national league. He is a forci-

ble speaker, and his address, which
was pointed, eloquent and Intensely
republican aroused great enthusiasm.
In closing his speech he spoke of
Maj.
