Every young weed thnt cvises 0p nud
s cut down I8 one weed less to go to
secdd. The way to keep down weoeds is
to-allow the seeds to germioate and then
desteoy the young plants.  In thils way
the work I= better and ensier performed.,

Strawberries have pow made consid-
evable growth. The casiest wiy to thin
them ont is to use the hoe, by which
method the row ean be left wide or nar-
row, a8 preforred.  [f weeds appeny in
the fows pull them up by the band, as
they rob the plants of maoisture.

The greatest enre should be tnken to
select those vavietles of corn Intended for
#ilnge that will tully mature before frost
in the loenlities where it is proposed to
grow them, a less somber of tons of
matire corn being In all cuses more
valuable thun a much lurger nnmber of
tond of immature corn.

Old posture flolds are usaally full of
weeds which have crowded the gross
out. To utilize such pastures turn sheep
on them. ‘The sheep will eat the young
weeds as well ns the grnss, and greatly
asslst lo destroying the pests.  In the
full the sod can be turned noder and
reseeded with less davger of the weeds
agiin appearing .
