They Recommend the Bulid-

ing of a New Court House.

“To e HowarabLe JUDGE OF THE
Core Ciecvrr Count: ‘The members
of the grand jury, now in session,
beg leave to submit the following
statement for your consideration and
disposal 1

“At the request of the clerk of
the cirguit court, the jurymen, ina
body, did, on the Bth inst., visit the
vlerk's office for the purpose of in-
specting the same, The books of
record were first examined, They
were found to be neatly kept and
very convenient for reference. Some
of the books are wore anud need re-
binding for their preservation, It 1s
recommended that they be re-bound
at the earliest time convenient, The
vault in which the booke are kept is
a damp structure and entirely too
small for the books it now contains.
Muny of the books, for want of room,
have to be piled one upon another,
which makes vhe handling inconven-
ient and also damagiog to the covers,
The enlargement of the vault is an
absolute necessity, and there is no
room for it in the building. In the
daytime a gas light is kept burning
in the vault to prevent dampness.
Sometimes. in sumwer & fire in the
oftice stove is.made for the sume pur-
pose, a very precaricus way Lo pre-
veént the books and papers from be-
coming mouldy. In case of fire, the
books and papers are linable to be
burned, causing a loss frreparable to
the people of the counly, The clerk's
office is entirely too swall for cou-
venience. s spare room is filled to |
the utmost enpacity with books and
papers, some of which ouglt to be in
a fire-proof vault, A long table is
much needed for the handling of the
records, but there is no room for it,
consequéntly, the frequent handling
of the records is inconvenient and
also damaging Lo the covering of the
books. ‘A larger office is peeddd for
the cleric

“T'he building was ocarefully ex-
amined as far as time would permit,
‘Al of 'the outer wulls are badly,
cracked, so also arc the inside par-’
titlon walls and ceiling, showing con:

All of outer walls are always damp
aud very much so fn raloy weather,
A more comfortable.way of heating
e hullding Is greatly to he deslred,

“From a careful considerstion of
these  mutters, the vonclusion {s
unonmously artived at that the time
s come whoen the pesple of the
county ought to seg. to (b that their
records shionld he safely kept and a
more commodious liouse be built for
transncting the business of the couns-
ty.

“WPhe mode of maklng these im-
prnvunvnﬁ was considered, and it
was coneluded that, to make ndaitions
to the present dilnpldu.tml building,
would be adding new to old and
when done would always he lable to
repuir, s then not be such a bulld-
Ing in polut of 2envenlence and ar-
chiltecturdl’ beauty as the people
would desire. In . conclusion, It s
carnestly “snd respectfully urged
upon every citlizen to'sée Lo it that
the old bullding ls torh down and a
new one bullt which would be credit-
