It was
almost unanimouvsly postponed in-
definitely.

The committee on criminal jurls-
prudence reported favorably the biil
redocing the time for challenging
juries ln criminal cases from forty-
elght to twenty-four hours.

The same cominitiee also reported
an amendment on denator Yeater's
blll reducing the prica for feeding
pilsoners from 50c to #0c & day.
The amendment put the price at 40¢
& day. The mmendment created a
lively discussion. It was first de-
feated, then recomsiderad. Senator
Love vigoronsly contended that 40c
wasa too much to pay, and that It
was absurd to argue that prisoners
could mnot be fed for 300 n day.!
After a lively debate the amendment
wos adopted. The senate adoptoed
a bl requiring notes Lo acconpany
desds nud conveyances of reloase;
also, the bill erenting the ihirtieth
judicial circult, und Senator Laun-
drum's bill giviog county deposito-
ries slxty days to trausfer the funds
to new depositories when such shnll
have been selected.

The bill allowing cirenit or erimi-
oal judges, whose circuits comprise
more than one couuty, actual travel.
Ing exponses, was passed by the
senate, This bHI passed the senate
two years ago, but was defcated in
the house because of the absence of
s0 many members,

Benator Davisson's bill, providing
for the appoloiment of a commission
to confer with a mmilar commisslon
to be appoloted by lowa to settle tho
state boundary controversy, botween
the two states, was passed without a
dissenting vote.

Sevator Tuonell lotroduced a Lill
providing for a vommission of nine
members to rearrange and codify all
the laws pertaining to publie high-
ways, and report at the next sliting
of the general assembly. The bill
approprintes $10,000, The commis-
#ion is to be compored of three senn-
tors, three representatives and the
president, vice president and secre:
tary of the State Rond Association.
Bome who have looked into the
anntter regard this as the most feasi-
ble means of getting the rond laws in
good shapo. They are badiy ar-
ranged, as a reeult of k0 wany
changes every time the legislature
meets. It seems that no matler
what I8 enacted, the pecple soon
warnt it changed, and about the time
they begin to understand the work.

Reprosentative Muorray, of Holt |
county, lotroduced a bill s:wking|
important changes in the law re-
garding the agriculteral college at
Columbia and Rolla School of Mines,
The bill repeals all of article 2, and
enacts n new article contalning
whirty-two sectiona. It Incorporates
the two under the name of Lhe agri-
cultural college aud School of Minoes
of Missourl. The state board of
agriculture shall be composed of
one member from each congressional
district in tho state, and the gov-
ernor and state superintendent o!
schools are made ex-offivio members
of the board, and it must be non-
partisan. From their number the
board ahall select an execative com-
mittee of three and provide for
monthly meetinga. The board js to
have supervision of all the depart-
ments of the slate which are for the
sdvancement of the agriculture
Including agricultaral college and
Behool of Mines and Metallurgy
at Rolla. It muost take charge of
the agricultural farm at Columbia,
consisting of 640 acres, wogether
with tbe experimental station and all
the property and money now on
hand. All appropriations for the
agricultural college and Behool of
Mines must be made to the agricul.
tural bosrd, and the board is always
empowered LW appoint prolessors and
teachers and to confer degrees on
graduntes., The blll then specifies
that the agricultural college shall be
lueated at or near some town or clty
that has at least one trank or main
line of rallroad, and on a tract of
not less than 500 acres of land, well
adapted to farming and frolt-grow-
ing. The board is empowered to
soll the 640 mcres of land at Colum-
bia and recelve bids for ninety days
from sultable localities deslring to
be selected as the location for the
sgricultural college farm. If no
location is offered the board may
proceed to purchase a farm. - Wheo
the farm I8 re-located the board ls
to refund to Boone county $30,000
which is the amount Mr. Murray says
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
