HAWAIIAN TOLICY ENDORSED.

President Cleveland's policy to-

ward Hawaii was sustained in tho
senate by a vote of 21 to 22. The

The vote was on party lines, with

the exception of Mr. Pettlgrew (rep.)
of South Dakota, who voted with
ihe democrats. By a singular coin-

cidence tbls one vote carried the
resolution, as it would have tailed on
a tie.

NICARAGUA BILL PASSED.

The bill pledging tbe faith of the
United States to do the construction
of the Nicaragua canal passed the
senate by tbe decisive vote of 31

yeas to 21 nays. It was the termi
nation of a debate which has lasted
since the present session began. It
was, moreover, the first realization
In either branch of congress of thn
vast project, so long and vigorously
urged for a canal joining the Atlan-
tic and Pacific, with the United
States government Btandlng sponsor
for the execution of the work.

The bill In brief directs the issue
of $70,000,000 of Nicaragua canal
bonds. Each of these is to bear the
following guarantee:

"The United States of America
guarantees to the lawful holder of
this bond the payment of tho Marl-tim- e

Canal Company, of Nicaragua,
tbe principal of said bonds and the
interest accuriug thereon, and as it
accrues."

An additional 130,000,000 of
bonds is to bo Issued without tbe
United States guarantee. The total

100,000,000 thus Issued Is to be used
In construction of tbe interoceanlc
canal. The secretary of tbe treas-
ury Is to have general supervision of
the project. A board of fifteen
directors is to have immediate
charge of the work. Of this board,
the president is to designate ten
members, no more than two fiom
any one state, The United States is
to receive $70,000,000 of canal
company stock In return for guar- -

antcelng tho bonds, and Is to hold n
mortgage lion on all the property of
the canal company.

'1 he peoplo of J ickson county wero
chagiliicd at tho hospitable treat
ment given to the Mormons by the
peoplo of Cay county, and endeavor-
ed to iudticu them to expel them as
ihey had done. They finally suc-

ceeded In working up somewhat of a
sentiment In this direction. In 1830,
A. V. Doniphan was elected repre-
sentative in the Missouri legislature
from Clay county, and with the nd- -

Ico and con-en- t of the Mounon
leaders succeeded In having a bill
passed Betting aside Caldwell county
as a Bortof Mormon reservation.

According to this agreement the
Mormons bade a fiiendly adieu to
their Clay coTirTty friends in tho
summer of 1830, mid departed for
their new home. They Immediately
established tho clly of Far West, at
a point In township fiG, rauge 20,
about eight milts so.Hlieast of the
present city of Cameron, and the
same distance southwest of Hamilton.
The first house on this town site was
built In August 1830, by a man
namod DoniBby, and the second was
put up by John Whltnier. Before
winter some three hundred buildings
had been erected, with stores, work-
shops, school houses, etc., and the
Par West assumed the air and pro-

portions of a thriving and prosperous
village. Tho town was laid out In
blocks four rods tquare. The streets
were on a grand scale, four avenues
diverging at right angles from the
center square each eight rods wide,
while all other streets were 80 feet
in width.

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It will bo remembered as tinted
above that when Caldwell county was
set apart for Mormon occupancy, It
was Implied that their settlements
should be confined within Its limits.
