Nebraska Democrats.
Nebraska sound money"democrnts

hold a short, harmonlons state conven-
tion, electing four delegates at large
and twelve district delegates to tho na-

tional convention ; adopted a platform
which with almost bitter emphasis de
Clares against tho policy which wonld
commit tho party to the fallacious doc-- '
trine of free silver; denounces that
"faction of tho party in the state with
one foot already in tho populist camp"
and paved tho.'Way for what was" de-

clared with confidence- wonld prove a
winning contost forscats in tho Chi-

cago convontioa

Vermont (or McKinley.
The Vermont republican stato con-

vention adopted the following as sup-
plemental to the platform :

Resolved, That in tho great apostlo
of protection, William McKinley of
Ohio,- - wo recognize the firBt choice of
the republicans of Vermont for their
presidential candidate.

Tho convention adopted resolutions
reaffirming republican party princi-
ples, including protection and recipro-
city in trade with tho republics of tho
American continent On tho financial
question, the platform.says :

The continued agitation for the free
coinage of silver retards tho return of
confidence and prosperity, stands in
tho way of beneficial legislation and
Is in every respect harmful to the best
interests of tho whole country.

Michigan Democrats.
Tho silver men wero-beate- in the

Michigan democratic convention.
Tho platform commends President

Cleveland's administration, especially
as to its foreign policy, and urges aid
to tho Cuban patriots. The money
plank is as follows :

"On the financial question we recog-
nize that this administration stands
upou and has consistently carried out
the national democratic platform of
1892, on which it was elected by tho
people, which decided that tho parity
of tho metals in our currency Bhall be
maintained.

" The platform of tho national con-
vention, which has carried tho country
overwhelmingly for our party, should
bo the doctrine of tho democrats until
a new platform is formed by another
national convention. To the national
convention to be held July 7 we remit
this subject, with confidence in tho
wisdom and patriotism of that body. "

An additional resolution condemns
the A. P. A. and similar societies.

Alabama Republicans.

Tho republicans of Alabama held
two stato conventions. One, the

convention, adopted a ringing
"sound money," protection platform
and determined to put a straight out re-

publican ticket in tho field, headed by
General J. W. Burke, of Calhoun a
high-clas- s republican.

Tho other, composed of all the
factions, adopted a platform

declaring that all other issues in Ala-

bama wero subservient to ono fair
elections, and, thcrcfoie, all issues ex-

cepting this wero nvoided in tho plat-

form. Sound money and protection are
not referred to in it

A resolution was adopted by tho
anti McKinley forces that the republi-
cans fuse in the state elections with
the populists, allowing the latter to
name tho nominee for governor and
dividing tho balance of the state ticket
between the parties. The idea is to

with the populists and se-

cure fair elections in Alabama.

Republicans oi Georgia Split.

Thero was a split in the Georgia re-

publican convention. The trouble
arose over admission to the convention
hall.

A party of Reed delegates who were
unprovided with tickets gathered at
the door and forced their way in with
shouts of triumph. Then followed a
sceno of stormy contusion which was
only calmed by tho appearance of a
squad of policemen. About 11 o'clook
Chairman Bnck called the convention
to ordor. Then came tho row in the
convention that resulted in a split
The regular convention adopted a plat-

form reaffirming the principles of the
republican party, the financial plnnk
declaring strongly for sound money,
and chose tho following delegates , at
largo: A. E. Buck, J. H. Deveaux,
H. A. Rucker and II. L. Johnson.
The first three are pledged to McKin
ley. Johnson is understood to. favor
Roed,

Tho bolting convention indorsed two
of .these delegates, Buck and Johnson,
and sent B. R. Wright and J. E. Har-

rington as contesting delegates.

Pennsylvania Democrats.

The Pennsylvania democratio con
vention. Indorsed President Cleveland's
administration and declared for the
firm unvarying maintenance of the
gold standard and against free silver
coinage and the compulsory purchase
of silver bullion by the government
The resolution; closed; "The demo
cracy of Pennsylvania presents to the
national convention as' Its unanimous
choice for the presidency the name of
Robert E, Pattleon. Knowing htm to
bo honest, able, unassuming, fearless,
a consistent democrat and In harmony
with the highest purposes of Ills party,
we presenthlm for this, nomination to
the democracy oi too, nation, uonn.
dent that this declaration of principles
and of our' choice for. the presidency
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are directed to vote as; a unit in all
matters Intrusted to their charge, said
action to be determined by tho vote of
tho majority of the delegates. "

Arizona Republicans Split..

In Arizona tho Btoddard-Chrlst-

wing of the territorial republican con
vention prolonged Its session, being
mainly engrossed In the consideration
of a platform. Tho platform compli
ments McKinley, but tho delegates
were not Instructed. Tho platform
favors high protection and denounces
tho wool and cattle schedules of the
Wilson tariff bill, favors statehood,
liberal pensions and commends tho
efforts in congress of Delegate N. C
Murphy and denounces the effort of
Utah to wrest from Arizona a part of
her domain.

Tho money plank is as follows ;

That H is the belief of this conven
tion that the pcoplo of Arizona, with-
out regard to party, are in favor of the
irne ana unlimited .coinage or silver At
tho ratio of not less than 10 to 1, and
the delegates elected by this conven-
tion to St Louis aro herebv instructed
to uso all honorable' moans to securo
tho adoption of a silvor plank in the
national republican platform.

Tho McKinley wing continued its
session, claiming to bo tho regular or
ganization. Now officers wero selected,
and a new sot of delegates to St Louis
wero chosen. They wore strongly In-

structed for McKinley.

Russell Talks Politics.

William E. Russell, of
Massachusets, is following in tho foot-
steps of Henry Clay, whoso declaration
that ho ' would rather be right than
president 1" will livo forever in the
history of American politics. Mr. Rus-
sell is an ardent advocate of President
Cleveland's financial policy and has de
clared in snbstanco that he would ac-

cept the nomination only in the event
that tho convention Indorse the singlo
gold standard. In nn interview given
out at New York Mr. Russell said :

Tho position of president is ono ot
tremendous responsibility. It involves
so many things, requires so much of
the man who would fill it I doubt-y- es,

I doubt very much if I would
care to tako up tho load were it thrust
upon me. I bcllevo that a president
hould go Into office unfettered. There

fore, I hold firmly that 1 could never
oven bo a candidate on a platform that
was not In accordance with my own
principles. I would never consent to
straddle on finance or any other public
question. I should not go into office
bound by hampering declarations, re
stricted in the power to veto, helpless
In nuthorlty. " "Would you accept a
nomination upon a platform of your
ownbellefst" "I don't know. I should
hesitate very seriously. But that Is too
far away. I tell you in all earnestness
again, that first the democratic party
must settle these financial questions
that are disturbing the country. I
don't care what other men may be do
ing about seeking a nomination, but of
this one thing I am positive no ono
shall go to the convention pledged to
mo and unmindful of what Is best for
the party and tho country."

Judge Theodore Brace, chief justice
of tho Missouri supremo court has an'
nounced that he is a candidate for ro
nomination.

Among tho names mentioned for the
democratic nomination for governor
is that of Hon. Banton Q. Boone, of
Henry county.

Bam B. Cook, of Mexico, has been
elected chairman of tho.MisBonrl Stato
Central Democratio Committee to sue
cecd C. C. Maffltt

Senator'. Wolcott of Colorado, has
written a letter declining to bo a cand
Idato to tho St Louts convention, but
saying he will stand by the republican
party,

A new candidate for the democratic
nomination for attorney general is
Morton Jourdon. Ho is from Nor
borne, Carroll county, and has been for
tho past fonr years assistant attorney
general.

At the primary, held in Ralls county
a lady ot the namcof Flowcrree'and a
gentleman of tho name ot Payne were
in the race for county treasurer. When
tho votes were counted Mrs. Fowerrce
had a majority of 412 votes.

The populist state committee, which
has .just closed a meeting at Marshall,
has decided to hold a state convention
on Jnly 7. The time has been fixed,
but not the place. Marshall seems to
havo the inside track, hut many popu
lists hope that Springfield will be
selected.

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Mississippi Democrats.

Tho Mississippi domocratlo conven
tion declared for frco silver and in
structed Its delegation to vote for no
man for president or
who is not fully and unequivocally in
favor of that principle.

The following delegates at largo were
solectod: Messrs. J. Z. George, E. C.
Walthall, IL D. Money, A. J. McLau-rl- n

and R. IL Henry. All were elec-
ted, tho five to cast the four votes of
tho stato. A resolution instructing
the delegates for E. C. Walthall for

was adopted.

Plckler Bill Passed.
Tho House passed tho Plckler general

pension bill by a vote of 187 to 04.
The republicans and populists voted
solidly in favor of tho measure, and
the democrats with six exceptions
solidly against it TJja taction la
which the bulk of the opposition was
directed provides that pensioners other-
wise entitled to pensions, shall not bo
disqualified on account of prior service
in tho confederate army, provided they
joined the Union forces ninety days
prior to Leo's surrender.

The six democrats voting for the bill
were Fitzgerald of Massachusetts ;Sorg
of Ohio, Cummings of New York,'
Walsh of New York, Downing of Uli
nols and Layton of Ohio.

Discussing Bankruptcy.
The House discussed the bankruptcy

bill at length.
Mr. Connolly (republican), of Illi

nois, spoke in favor of tho measure, and
W. A. Stone (republican), of Pennsyl
vania, Mr. Newlands (eilverlte), of
Nevada, and Mr. Broderlck (republi
can), of Kansas, in opposition to it
Mr. Newlands, in the course of his re-

marks, said that if tho democrats at tho
Chicago convention abandoned frco
trade and declared for silver n fusion
of the silver elements would follow
which would be victorious, while Mr.
Connelly predicted in tho event of tho
enactment of a free colnago law, au
universal dorhand for n bankruptcy
law.

Before tho bankruptcy bill was taken
up there was some discussion of tho
treasury situation in connection with
the appropriations for this session.
Mr. Dockery (democrat), of Missouri,
charged that tho liabilities created by
tho new congress (including $93,000,-00- 0

for contracts) would reach 500.1, -
000, 000. Mr. DIngley, tho leader of the
majority on the floor, defended the ap-

propriations, calling attention to the
fact that tho Houso had passed a bill
to Increase the revenues.

Tho House adopted the roport of the
elections committee No. 3 in favor of
Bell in the contested election case of
Penco vs. Bell, from the Second "Colo

rado district.

Pacific Railroad Bills.
In congress the most important ac

tion taken recently is tho decision of
tho Pacific Railroad Committees of
both Houses to report iavorably bills
extending for fifty years the debt of
the Pacific roads to tho government
at 3 per cent interest In the Houte
Spoaker Reed has arrayed against him
self tho hostility of several

republicans by tho favor ho has
shown this measure It is believed
that It will pass tho House, but be de-

feated in tho Senato by a coalition of
populists, toutbern democrats and west-

ern republicans. The opponents of the
measure tako tho ground that tho gov-

ernment thould foreclose Its mort
gages, and cither entirely dispose of
tho property In the open market, or
else operate the roads directly in the
public Interest The advocates of tho
measure take the ground that tho gov
ernment could not sell Its claims for
enough to cover its advances, and that
the terms now offered by the roads are
advantageous to the public as well as
to tho companies. They strenuously
opposo any policy that may lead to the
public ownership ot the roads, and fear
that mere delay may result in such an
outcome, since the bonds issued in the
sixties to aid tho roads aro now rapidly
maturing.

.. Comttnpt of Court.
Senator Hill, from tho committee on

jndlriary submitted a report upon1 the
bill in relation to contempt of United
States courts, tho senator presenting a
new bill as tho result of tho commit
tee's deliberations. Tho bill defines
direct contempts to be those commit
ted during the sitting of a court or a
judge in chambers in its or his pres-
ence; all other contempts are indirect
It provides for tho immediate and sum
mary 'pnnlshmont of direct contempt
without written accusation.

Especial Interest In tho bill centers
In tho provision for the punlshmont of
contempt ot court committed not in
the court's presence, as In' tho Debs
case. The provision upon this point
Is as follows :

That upon the return of an officer or
process or an affidavit duly filed show-
ing any person guilty of indirect con
tempt a writ oi attachment or otuer
lawful process inav issue and such ner
son be arrested and brought before tho
court : ana thereupon a written accusa
tion setting forth succinctly and
clearly the facts alleged to constitute
such contempt shall be filed andtheac
cused required to answer the same, by
an order fixing the time and place of
hearing; and the court may, on proper
hearing, extend the time so as to give
the accused a reasonable opportunity to
purge himself of such contempt After,
the answer, or in case ot refusal to
answer, the court may proceed to bear
the accusation npon such" testimony as
may ne prouueco. u tne accusoa ans
wer the trial shall proceed unon' test!'

Methodist Conference.
The Northern Methodist conference

is in session in Cleveland, Ohio. Five
hundred and thirty-seve- delegates,
coming from the four quarters of tho
earth, will enact legislation for the de-

nomination which they represent.
The questions to be settled during

tho next thirty days aro of vast Import-
ance to mombcrs of this denomination.
For years the women havo claimed the
right to assist In making the 1:iwh of
tho church, but tho men havo excluded
Ihem. By a largo majority tho church
at large has expresed itself in favor of
admitting women to the general confer
ence, i our women have been elected,
and will present themselves for recogni
tion. An effort will be made to seat
them by a direct vote, although others
claim that a vote in favor of admitting
them will not be n law until ratified by
the general conference.

Another propositon beforo the confer
ence will bo the removal of tho tlmo
limit regulating the lenght of a preach-

er's stay in charge of ono church.
Many city pastors have oproscd the
present five years' limit and will seek
to havo it extended. Still another in
teresting question Is the proposed elim-
ination from .the church of the rules
against popular amusements. It is
thought that existing rules touching
imuseraents will be revised.

Leaders in the Methodist faith in all
quarters aro deeply interested inn im-
position for tho eloction of additional
bishops to particular geographical sta-

tions. There are now eighteen bish-
ops, two of whom are called "Mis-
sionary Bishops. " It is likely that a
move will be made to make tho

missionary bishops regular.

Death of Sir Henry Parkes.
The death of Sir Henry Parkes, nt

Bydney, New South Wales, removes
from tho public life of the English-speakin-

world a man of great ability
and vitality. He was born in Warwick
shire, England, in 1815 Ills parents
were poor ; his educational opportunl
ties were very limited, and at the agi
of eleven entirely ceased From that
time on he was In 1M9
he emigrated to New South Wales in
ec arch of the opportunity which he
could not find in' England. Ho found
employment in a hardware-sho- in
Bydney, later in a founJry, and then set
himself up as a toy maker ; in 1850 ho
founded a newspaper, and rapidly bo- -

camo a public man ot marked inllucucj
and promise. In 1801 ho was Bent as an
Immigration commissioner to Eng'iuid
to impress on tho mother country tho
great opportunities in Australia. In
18C0 he became the colonial secretary
In the New South Wales ministry, and
four years later he became premier, a
position which he held for five years.
In 1877 he again returned to office for
a short period, and then was for somo
time in the opposition. Tho follow
ing year ho was again at the head of
the ministry, and in 1887 tor tho fourth
time was called to that great position.
Sir Henry Parkes was a pronounced
and consistent Ho was
the leading spirit in. the development
ot the Australian federation, and be ex-

pressed in many ways tho vitality and
foree of tho new English world which
Is growing np in the southern Pacific
"It I had my choice," he once said,
''whether I Bhould be absolute matter
of this country or five years or of Eng-

land, I should prefer Australia."

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The Shah Shot.

Tho shah of Persia was assassinated
by a fanatic May 1st just as ho was
about to enter the inner court ot the
Bhrlno of Shah Abdul Azim, six mlle3
north of Teheran. The assassin used
a revolver and the first bullet proved
the fatal one, passing through the
heart. Tho physician attached to the
German legation was sent for in Jiasto,
but before ho arrived tho shah w.ts
dead. In order to prevent public ex
citement from becoming too high, tin)

first report sent out was that the shall
wns only slightly wounded, but an hour
later it was officially announced that
the wound had proved fatal almost in-

stantly. Quiet prevails and no dis-

order is apprehended us a result of tho
murder of the shah.

The assassin, who was promptly ar-

rested, is said to bo a sayld from Ker-ma-

or from the province of that
name. It is believed the murderer has
accomplices.

The heir apparent, Muzailer cd Din,
was Immediately advised ot the assassi-

nation of Ills father and will leave
Tabriz, where ho was- sojourning, for
Teheran as toon as possible.

The Result in Michigan.

Sound money democrats hall the re-

sult in Michigan as the turning point
in tho campaign for control of the Chi-

cago convention. Representative
who, with Representative Pat-

terson, of Tennessee, heads the gold
standard democratic wing In the
House, said :

In my own state, Kentucky, the sound
money men will carry all but ono dis-
trict Wo should have carried all but
two anyhow, but I nm confident now
wo shall carry ono of these two. I
think other states will now fall in line,
and the sound money sentiment will
control in tho Chicugo convention. In-

diana, Illinois, Ohio nnd Iowa, I expect
to follow the lead of Michigan. I saw
a gentleman from Iowa yesterday who
Is familiar with f he politics of that
stato and ho assured mo that silver
will be defeated there.

Senator Jonts, of Arkansas, tho head
of the democratic silver committee,
said :

The serious question is whether pat-
riotism or pelf will contiol. I think
the result In Michigan will be a warn-
ing to our silver people not to send any
man to the state or national conven-
tions whom they do not know to be
honest 1 think they will bo careful
in Illinois, Indiana, Ohio, Iowa and
the other states. A tremendous effoil
Is being made by the gold men in the
states named, but my information is
that they cannot defeat us. In Cook
county, Illinois, they aro moving hea-
ven nnd earth. It is a mighty hot
fight, but our people are confident I
have not received eufiicleiit informa-
tion as to the details of the Michigan
convention to speak positively on the
subject My understanding 13 that a
majority of in tho neighborhood of 200
delegates were instructed for silver,
and that by some sort of argument
enough were drawn over to the other
side to accomplish tho result reported.
1 am told that this was woikud
through inducing a number of dele-
gates to bo represented by proxies
whom they supposed were silver men,
but who were not As far as tho loss
of the delegates to tho national conven-
tion is concerned, it is not a matter
of great consequence, though naturally
a matter of disappointment As I un-

derstand It, wo Btill havo eleven silver
delegates from Michigan. If we lost
them all It would not prevent our con
trolling the convention. We shall have
a majority of 100 or moro without
counting any of the Michigan delo
gates.

He nto all that was placed be-
fore him but when the newspaper rep-
resentative present asked him if he de-
sired anything else he courteously re-
fused. After partaking of this simple
meal ho wrote a letter to his wife In
cipher and transacted somo business.
Ho made arrangements with tho under-
taker with referonco to his funeral re-
questing that his coffin be plain and

To tho end William Taylor professed
his Innocence and that of his brother
and expressed tho hopo that should the
latter be captured ho would not bo
hung, for botli were innocent of the
crime for which the law was demand-
ing his life.

William Taylor was a law student in
Columbia at the State University in
1851. He was a morose,

fellow and did not hold a high
rank in his classes. He left before
graduation.
