WATER SUPPLY FOR FARMERS HOME.

With a view to the improve-inen- t

of the sanitary conditions
of farm homos in Missouri,
especially tho conditions sur-
rounding tho water supply, the
Engineering Experiment Station
at the University of Missouri has
planned some methods of water
supply w hereby tho farmer can
at nil times have an abundance of
pure water. Tho investigations
conducted s h o w that three
systems are available to the
farmer, either of which can be
installed at a tnodernto cost.

The first system is by means
of elevated tanks, cither in the
house or some out building. The
attic tank system can be installed
with a hot water supply complete
for about $130. The use of a
wooden or frost proofed metal
tank is advised, as the "sweat-
ing" of a steel tank may cause
some trouble in a dwelling-house- .

Of the three systems investi-
gated the attic tank is the cheap-
est, while tho pneumatic system
is considered the best for the
fat m home, or for private water
supply systems.

The Engineering Experiment
Station was established at the
University of Missouri last year.
This bulletin, the second issued,
is by Karl A. McVey, an as-

sistant in the station. It will be
sent free to any resident of the
state on application to the Direc-
tor of the Engineering Experi-
ment Station, Columbia, M o.
