In ilcterinliiltiB the purity of but-
ter when the cown have been fed on cer-
tain foods, such an oil cake. It Ik found
on analyt-l- that toward the' end of u
cow's lactation the volatile acids In the
butter fat become few. It ha nlt-- been
found ny a Swedish profes-Fo- r that ows
exposed to cold and wet weather plvc
butter fatR that have In them a com-
paratively amount of butyric acid.
Even the Dutch butter made In the fall
of the year when the nlht are cold and
weather conditions bad have such a
fmall amount of volatile acids In them
that It has ofen been supposed that the
butter was mixed with oleomargarine.
We have not infrequently feen butter
In this country that appeared to have
r.o more flavor than oleo. In fart the
writer was m dure at one time that he
had been Mild oleomarRarlnn for but-
ter that he cent a sample to the Mleh-ipa- n

Agricultural colleRo for analysis.
It proved to he pure butter. When pas-
ture conditions are ood the proportion
ot volatile acids Is hlh and this given
a butter of high llavor. When the cow?
are Mabled and well fed In winter the
volatile acids again nppear In the but-

ter to an apprrclable extent. Nearly all
foods haw; some Influence on the llavor
of butter.

Orecn fodder gives a butter that l

low In the melting point and quite rich
In volatile acids therefore It has high
flavor It Is somewhat surprising to
i.ote that silage gives a butler that has
a high melting point, and the same If
true of hay. The feeding of grains favors
the increase of volatile acids. Oats, rot-to- n

cale, prao ami beans are beneficial
In their effects on butter. Keeds g

much sugar exert a rather
effect on the butter fat,

Cows that have been feil on cottonseed
meal show a reactlein for rrfttonseed oil
when analyzed, up tei erne per cent, of oil,
It follows that an analyst might deelar
that a butter had been mlxrel with cot-

tonseed oil when the cow had only been
fed cottonseed meal. However, If the
analysis hhowed more than one per
tent, it might lie regarded as reasonably
rertaln that the oil came In otherwise
than through the ceiw. lint In the ease
6f seFame; oil a test carried em In Kng
land showed no reaction for 1 lint oil
--.Iter the- - sesame cake had been fed for
two months. In seirne of the countries
of Ktirope sesame oil must be put Into
oleomargarine so that It can by that
means on analysis be ellstlngillhhe d fremi
butter Farme rs' Review.
