MRS. MYERS WAS CONVICTEi

Liberty, Mo., June n. The Jury
which has been sitting for the past
wcj1: in the case of Agnes Myers, of
Kansas City, charged with the murder
of her husband, Clarence Myers, re-

turned n verdict, Sunday, of guilty of
murder In the first degree. Tho verdict
means that the death penalty hang-
ing la to bo Inflicted. When the jury
retired at 11 o'clock Saturday night it
stood ten for conviction and two for
acquittal. The jury continued Its con-
sideration of .the case intermittently
throughout the night, and the deliber-
ations continued for several hours
Sunday. It was not until the most urg-

ent arguments were presented by tho
ten men In favor of conviction that tho
other two were prevailed upon to
change their votes.

The crime for which Mrs. Myers was
convicted was one of tho most atro-
cious ever committed. According to
tho story of her paramour, Frank Hott-ma- n,

who confessed to being an ac-

complice with Mrs. Myers in the mur-
der of her husband, the crime was pre-
meditated and was executed In the most
brutal manner. Hottmnn was tried
last February for tho crime and was
convicted, and ls now awaiting the
death penalty.
