LOOKS GOOD TO STRANGERS.

James Keycs of Ohio Expresses
Optimistic Views Regarding

Our Town and County.

James Keycs, of Columbus, Ohio,
was in Versailles this week looking
after his extensive land holdings in

this count) . He owns a section of

land in the vicinity of Proctor and
what is known as the Jones farm
south of this city. Mr. Keycs was
met here Monday by II. W. Sisson
of Chicago and an Indiana gentle-

man named Powers, who were out
over the land. Mr. Sisson is a man
of means and it is his intention to
secure this excellent farming proper-
ty for the purpose of establishing an
extensive stock ranch in this county
where standard breeds can be raised
for the markets, and it is likely the
deal will be perfected at once.

Mr. Keyes has made frequent trips
to this county and while in the Demo-

crat office Tuesday morning com
mented most favorably on the situa-

tion in this locality. He is a man of

superior judgment and takes note of

developments generally. He said:
