Break la the Miami Canal.
Inundation of the Home of Refuge Narrow

Jiseape of 45 Children Great Dtitruction
of rroperlv.
About 1 o'clock thit morning soma twenty

lest ol the wett bank ol tbe Miami tsnal, ad.
joining the enclosure of the House of liefuge,
gave way, and with it about fifty feet of the
stone wall wbieb turronndt this public edi.
fieee. The water from the canal instantly com.
menced flowing into the enclosure, aud the
ground having a heavy descent, the breach en
larged very fast.

The House of Eefuge it entirely surrounded
by a tnistive stone will, which held the water,
and in a very tew minutes the Iirst ttory ot
the main building wat tilled with water to the
depth of lour feet. Io this story 27 boyi and
1 8 girls were fastened in their sleeping apart-
ments, snd were only awakened by the rush of

water around their bent.
Mr. liufut Hubbard, the Superiutendant, and

Mitt Carter, the Matron, and the other officers
of tbe house, were awakened by the falling of
the wall, and without knowing the precise na-

ture of the difficulty, immediately let to work

with the greatest to relieve the children
ren on tbe iirst floor from their perilous situa-

tion. Mist Carter, Mrs. Steward, and other
ladies of the house, waded iuto the water, un-

fastened the doors of the sleeping apartments,
and earried the girls one by oue to a place of
safety. The greatest danger wat in the north
wing of the house, where the water flowed

through with great rapidity. Mr. Hubbard,
and the other gentlemen about the house waded
al.nost np to their necks in the wa'er, forced

open the doon, and saved the boys, who but a
moment betore seemed doomed to death, loo
much praise cannot be given Mr. Hubbard and
Miss Carter and their assistants for their prompt-
ness and courage. The screams of the children
throught the house, and the roar of the water
rushing throughout the buildings, were frightful,
and under the circumstances it appear! almost
miraculous that no lives were lost.

About 2 o'clock, the south half of tha west
wall of the enclosure was forced down by the
heavy pressure of the water. Thit relieved the
honse trom immediate danger. The water forced
itt wty with great velocity wealwardly to Mill- -
eresk, shaking a breach ,about forty feet wide
and lea leet deep in tbe turnpike, opposite the
House of Refuge. A vast amonnt of fencing
was earned oil into Millcreek. 1 he wster con

tinned flowing from the (canal until about 7
o'clock this morning, when it wat shut off from
above.

The House of Refuge luttaint an injury of
from $10,000 to $12,000. The maia building
U much damaged ia the first ttory, but can
soon be put in good order. Some fesn ire en
tertained of the rear buildinir, used at s din
inn aad school room. The water flowed
through the cellar with great velocity for tome
time, tnd it it supposed hat injured the foun-

dation. The grounds, which have been lately
graded and laid out in plats, are much cut np
and injured. The steam works, by wtnett tbe
buildiuit is heated, cooking done, &.O., are ren
dered useless, which will greatly inconveni
ence the operations ol the bouse.

About $400 worth of broom corn and all the
provuious about tbe bouse were destroyed, aud
the supply of water entirely cut off.

Heavy timbers, fragments of the
boilers, machinery, chimneys, npper works of
the boat and human beings were hurled with
fearful violence many feet u the air, and fell
npoa the turrogndioa; boats and adjacent psrts of
the levee, aud as far back as Commercial street.'
At the time of the Gleaeoe's landing a Urge

amber ot citizens, hotel and steamboat run
ners, cabmen and others, were, as nsual anon
the arrival of a boat, harrying aboard, and the
forecastle and boiler dock were erowded with
these, as well at the passengers belonging to the
boat.

The shock of the explosion drove the
steamer fairly oat in the stream, and almost

after, the eanght fire from the furnaces,
and commmencedfloating down, presenting the
most horrible spectaule we tver bebeld. the
entire forward part of the boat, from the wheel- -

honse nearly down to ber water line was gone,
and the after part one mass of timbers, freight
and human beings, neaped together 10 wild eon.

fusion. 1 he flames burned hercely , and rapid.
ly spread to all parts of the boat. From shore
men, woman and children were teen running
from one psrt of the burning steamer to auolh
er, in .hope of escaping the dreadful death that
threatened them, and the bodies ot several pil-

ed among the timbers, some only wounded,
writhing in agony and crying for assistance,
were plainly defcried.

These, as well as all others, badly wonnded,
or killed outright and left on the boat,
were devoured by the flames. Aa the Glum oe
continued to drift down, a number of persons
threw themselves into the water, several of
whom reached shore, while quite a number of

others in the ttern, managed to get into the
steamer's yawl, and were aaved. Several other
yawls and skiffs visited the burning wreck and
took off others, while many were picked np in
the water. The whole number eared in this
and other ways is set down at bitween sixty and
seventy. At the foot of Spruce street the wreck

lodged for a moment, swung round soil passed
down to nearly opposite the foot of Poplar street,
in the head of the slough, where it again lodg-

ed, burued to the watei't edge, and tuuk with
the bow resting on shore, carrying down with
it the .freight in the hold, and the ashes and
bones of those killed aud burned on board. In
drifting down, the burning steamer set lire to
the wood boats at the levee, tome eight or tea
of which were destroyed, and the flames spread

ing to the wood on ahore, rank after rtxk was

consumed betore the lire could be arrested.
Between five and six hundred cords of wood

and eight or nine wood boats were thut de.

ttroved. -
Returning from the burning wreck of the

Gleneoe. the scene on the levee where the fx
plosion occurred, begnart description. We
have neither time cor space, much leas inclina
tion, to enter into til the horrible details of
thit g calamnity. Some twelve or
thirteen bodies, or parts of bodies, had been

picked np on the levee, and adjacent boats, aod
taken to the office of the Board of Health, on

Chetnnt street, and all the seriously wounded
tent to the Hospital. Many othen who were
lest injnred, were running a out on the levee,

with their facet blackeued, and their clothes
wet and talterred, crying for help. Fire dead

bodiet were taken from the Cataract, all of
which were blown from the Gleneoe. These
consisted of oue woman, supposed to be Mrs.
Schenile, a deck passenger, who embarked
with her family at Memphis; Captain Lee's lit-

tle sou, aged ten years; one man, and one
boy aud girl, neither of whom were identified.
With one exception, the bodies taken from the
Cataract were dreadfully mangled, the limbt
in tome instance! being torn from the truuk,
heads mashed and to horribly muUilaled as to
defy recognition only from the garments. The
woman mentioned, wat found stretched across
a marble top table, nearly every bone in her
body broken, aad her limbt so badly mangled
at to barely hang together.

The body of Mr. John Denny, first clerk of
the Gleneoe, wat found on the nurricta roof of
the Western World, slightly mutilated, but
quite dead. The body of little girl, with the
lega blown off, was recovered from the water's
edge; and the leg of a man, severed at the
thigh, with l portion of the pants and drawers
and a fine cali-tki- n boot on, was picked np near
the tide walk.

Captain Lee, hit lady and one child left the
boat a few moments before the explosion, and
thut fortunately escaped almost certain destruc-

tion.
Of those en deck it it utterly impossible to'

ttste how many were lost; bnt we presume half
of them, or nearly to, were killed outright and
burned or drowned.

' la addition to those mentioned, numberi
who were hart, some seriously, left the ground
instantly, and their names were not ascertain
ed. Of the fourteen patients at the Sister's
Hospital last night, bat tour or live at tnelar-thes- t,

it was thought eould possibly recover.
We visited their ward last night, and were pais- -
lully impressed witn this tact from their ap
pearance tnd evident misery. It wat iu truth
a painful light. Two or three appeared then la
the last asoniet of death.

We think we may safely set down the killed
and missing by In is leerlul explosion at tixty,
and the wounded at thirty-fiv- msny of whom
will not survive their injuries, aad nearly all of
whom were either olficert, passengers, or hsnds
on the ulencoe.

The boilers, we are told, were built in 1839
thirteen atari ago lot the American Eagle.

That boat wore out, or met with tome mishap,
and the boileri and a portion, if not all the
machinery, wat transferred to the Gleneoe.
Tbe boat, we understand, it insured ia the
Union office of thit city, and the Charleston,
a, C, agency, for 14 500, but as tbe policies
have an especial elaote exempting the insu-
rance from liability in ease of lost by explosion,
the owners, it U presumed, will recover nothing,

accident her starboard quarter wat lying di-

together with a portion of the forward
surboard uunrd, it a complete Wrsek. One
entire flat of a boiler from the Gleneoe was

thi Ohio Rivxa. Within the memory of the

present generation. Cinciunatiant have wit-

nessed two overflowi of the lower part of the
city one in 18.')2 and one in 1847. The pres-

ent high stage of the river bring! these catas-

trophes to mind; and it will no donbt be inter-

esting to many, now that we have a prospect

of another overflow, to take a retrospective
glance in memory of the times that tried men't
souls and pockets. For this purpose, we repub-

lish a report of the City Surveyor, Bandal II.
Bickey, to the City Council, on the call of that

honorable body.

To th Honorable the City Council of tht Citi
of Cincinnati;

Gkntlimen Agreeably to a resolution patt-
ed January 5th, 1648, by the City Council,
directing the City Surveyor to make an tctnal
survey of the height of water on the 17th
day of December, 1847, in the Ohio river,
thowiug the height above low water mirk, and
inch necessary information respecting the rise
and fall of said river at came within hit ob-

servation; I hereby transmit to you the follow-
ing statement:

On the 9th of December the liver was in a
good navigable stage of water. In the evening
it commenced rising; and on the morning of
the lOih it had risen twelve feet additional.
It continued rising on Saturday, the 11th, quite
fast. On Sunday, the 12th, it rained, and the
river had attained a greater height than had
occurred since tbe flood of February, 1832.
On Monday morning it commenced mowing,
and continued to fall until Tuesday evening:
On Wednesday moruing the river .had risen to
GO feet, overflowing the lower part of the city.
It continued rising slowly until Friday morn-

ing, tha 17 th inst., when the river came to a
stand, having retched within about seven inches
of the he;ght of the flood of 1832. On Satur-

day morniug it had fallen four inches, tud con-

tinued to recede slowly during the day. Oa
Sunday moruing it had fallen four feet, and
thence continued fulling with increased rapid-
ity until it had subsided to the utoal stage of
navigation. The following are the measure
ments of the heights attained by the water at
me auicreni points measurea, viz:

On the northwest corner of Front and Law.
rence street, at Harknets' foundry, the height
wat 5 feet 4 inches above the door-ti- ll on Front
Street.

At Psrvin's drugstore, being the intersection
of Columbia and Front street, on the east door-

Accompanying toil report is a section of the
Ohio nvtr, from a torvey taken at Main ttreet,
Cincinnati, to Garrard ttreet, Covington, show
ing the slope of tbe banks, and the high and low
water markt, aa compared with tbe height of
the west till of the door of the Court House.
The low water mark assumed it 120 feet below
the sill. Mr. Joseph Geit refers to a point
about 0, or 9 inches, below (bit, to which
ha once measured, which he considers at ex-

treme low wster. The rise of the present floods
was 58.79 below the tkiurt House nil, or equiv-

alent tot height of 61.21-10- 0 test above .low
water, or 61.95 feet above extreme low water,
and about 6-- 1 0 of a foot lower than the flood of
1832.

The superficial measurement of a section of

the river at biga wster mart: ot 1B4, at me
foot of Main street, it 91.975 feet. The mesa
velocity of tbe river ia estimated at 6 miles per
hour. The quantity of wster discharged per
minute by tht river is 363,249,744 gallons; per
hour, 2l,794.94,640galtoni.

The etuses which produeed thit flood are
somewhat different from those of 1832, tbe rise
being principally at thit time from the riven
between Pittsburg and Cincinnati; and bad the
snow suddenly melted off, the river would have
risen higher than it did in 1833 a recurrence
which may happen stain, under a certain com
bination of circumstances, and prudence would .

beneficial results of this law In the indus-
try, prosperity, and hnppincss of the peo-

Not onlv the Dccuniarv inter
ests of distillers and wholesale dealers are
largely at stake, by putting this rum-craf- t

under the ban of law, as a puDlic enemy,
but the editors and proprietors of not a few
newsnaners. sustained so larirelv bv rum
advertisements, are iu imminent hazard of
suffering. Sirs, ye know that by this craft
we have our wealth.

The text is a very affecting one to all
liioi-- e Classes, it carries mowii application.
They do not wish it to be made too broadly.
They can take a hint as well as any man.
They see which way the wind blows. And
all the cousiilcrnlions of patriotism, disin-
terested public policy, and the (rood of the
country at large, call upon them to protect
such vast nioueyu interests as are at itaKe
in , and in their own advertise
ments. Sirs, ye know that by this craft we
have our wealth, n hat are a lew thousand
families, bega-arcd- , desolatdtf, destroyed
every year, by the driving of this craft
what are a few thousand younc men, drawn
into habits of intemperance what are a
few thousand laborers trodden down in
drunkenness and starvation what are the
miseries of a few thousand mothers and
children what the perdition, eternally, of
,buaiide of immortal beings what, in-

deed, are all the evils and curses of iutem-puranc-

in comparison with tho precious-nes- s

of this craft to those who by it have
their wealth? They call for legislation to
protect wealth, not morals ; to protect the
wealth gotten by the destruction of morals.
They demand legislation in behalf of the
distiller, and the wealthy wholesale dealer,
and the retail seller, all fattening on the
miseries of their fellow beings; but they
profess a most pious horror of the law, when
it comes in the shape of a protection for the
poor and miserable ; they execrate the law,
when it turns agaiust the murderous traffic
that fills the coffers of the
out of the poverty and misery of his neigh-
bors. The moment law interferes with this
craft, then they are seized with a holy fear

other things, as for example, the woe to him
that covetetli an evil covetousness to his
house, building a town with blood, and
establishing a city by iniquity ; and the
woe unto him that giveth his neighbor
drink, and puttcst thy bottle to him, and
tnakest him drunken also.
