est you to know that they almost all believe
that Sir John Franklin ii safe, and that be hu
got through the ice barrier into inner waters,
where he will not be reached until a mild sea-

son arrives, which they say the present will be.
Most of them have now departed. They say
Franklin will not suffer for want of food.
They Live strange accounts of the Esquimaux
vibrating from the Asiatic to the American con-

tinent and back again, carrying their boats,
madeof skins aud whalebone, over the ice, and
launching them when they meet with open
water. They all confirm the fact that the
whales fonnd in Behring's Straits and Baffin's
Bay are the same species, proving the exiitence
of a passage; for a whale of the Arctic species,
they say, hae never been seen to the south of
22 degrees of latitude: ao they cannot have
doubled either of the Capes, (of Good Hope
or Cape Horn,) and the whale is under the ne-

cessity of making his presence known by com-

ing to the surface to blow.

A Feat i.i Chemistry. During a recent
lecture delivered by Professor B. Silliman, Jr.,
in New York, he solidified carbonic gu. This
wu effected by bringing sulphuric acid in con-

tact with carbonate of soda, in a strong iron
vessel, capable of resisting an expansive pret- -

ture of thirty-fou- r atmotpheres, or all) pounds
tothe inch! Prof. S. stated that this experiment
had been given np entirely in France, in

of the bursting of several iron vessels
by which several persons had been killed. Bat
he stated that the iron vessel used on this oc
casion, had never been known to bunt, and the
experiment wu considered not at all dangerous.
As the liquid (it bsing in a liquid state in the
vessel) wu drawn off, a large portion instant-
ly evaporated, and by the evaporation reduced
the remainder to the freezing point. In this
way several pounds of solid carbonic acid was
obtained. It had the appearance of the whitest
snow, and wu so cold that by holding it only
tnree seconds the hand would be frozen. He
placed a portion of it around a long veasel con-

taining mercury, and froze the mercury solid!
The mercury wu then taken out and hammer-
like lead.
