In answer
to the inquiry, why he had done so? he
related the fallowing incident :

A number of his neighbors were out on
sleigh ride, and called at his house to

cheer their spirits with the usual etimu-laut- s.

They spent most of the night in revelry

and loft eighteen dollars in the Landlord's
drawer for liquor and cigars. In the
company was an elderly man, the father

of several children.
The following day the Landlord met

one of this man's children in the street,
shivering in the " winter's cold, his naked
feet exposed to the snow, and his body
but poorly protected by his tattered gar-

ments. The Landlord's sympathies were
excited for the little sufferer, and the

ulh flashed upon him, that he
had received the money of that child's
father for liquor, when it ought to have
been used to provide for his destitute

fumily. Truly, said he, I am guilty in

this matter, and I wdl no more rob the

worse than widowed wife and orphan

children, of the common comforts of life.

I remember, some years
ago, when attending another body, 1 was
introduced as a delegate from a Division in
New Brunswick, whereupon a brother de-

sired that I would describe its locality, as
he never heard of the place before. I found
it difficult to explain its position, but now,
have only to say, "it is adjacent to Maine,"
and am at once understood. It is our boast,
that we have been first to follow Maine in
the adoption of her liquor law. From her
we received .the order, and she has given
us that blessed instrumentality for saving
men trom the scourge ot intemperance,
which has covered her with glory. En-

couraged by her example, we have pressed
tho battle to the gates ; and though, in '50,
we lost a resolution agaiast the importation
of liquors, iu '52 we got tho Maine law, to
begin its operations in 185:1. And this law
shall yet be established among all people,
and then what will be the position of the
sixteen to whom allusion has been made.
Humble they may have been, thenceforth ,

their names will be embalmed in the hearts
of mankind.

Next came rixft, of Maine. 1 am no
sneaker, but belong to a class who knock
heads out of whlslty barrels and spill their
contents in the streets. One year,
the Maine law was signed and went iot
operation, and throughout the State, this
oay, has been celefirated as tne anniversary
of a second independence. With ug the
law works well. In large cities, such as

tBangor and Portland, where there is an
'efficient police, it is easily executed ; but
in the back country towns, wnere neany
all drink or sell, it is more difficult to sus- -

take it Efficiently. In Waterville, where I
reside, we have closed twenty grogeries,
and now our churches are filled with those
who were drunkards and our schools with
their children. But now our cry is, " Bum-seller-

to the State Prison;" and in less
than two years we shall have a law pun-
ishing with imprisonment any-ma- twice
convicted of selling strong drink.

Massachusetts then spoke through Wil-
son. I am not the man, sir, of talk. Among
the many virtues for which I am celebrated,
this never was one. And as all our talk
seems to tend to one theme, I will simply
say, that, as the fruit of a year's toil, we
have recently adopted a law similar to that
of Maine. But I will stop, and call up bro-

ther Slack, of our State. This latter gen-
tleman gave a most interesting account of
the progress of anti-liqu- bill through the
legislature, aud the great joy of the people
when it was adopted, and Governor Bon-well-

signature appended. We cannot re
port his speech, as our attention was called
oS just at this point.

Gkiimain, of Western New York, said : I
am no speaker, but, however well qualified
under other circumstances, I could nut speak
at present. Coming, as I do, from a cold
Climate, the heat hero renders me incapable
of the exertion. But, as the Maine law ap-
pears now to be the main thin, I'll say a
word concerning it. Until our last session
of the legislature we could not gain respect-
ful hearing for our petitions fur
enactments. But, at that time we not only
achieved that, but came within ten votes of
a complete victory. .Tins we consider bet
ter than victory, as it gives us tape fur more
agitation of the subject, and to become bet-
ter prepared. I'll add but a word more.
This is my first visit to the South, and I
find myself (except the heat) very agreeably
and hapily situaied. My first impressions
are highly favorable.

But this I can say,
we are up and doing. We compared it to
a lerrapiu siow io move but place are on
its back and it escapes with rapidity. .We
have had the fire on long enough.

Arm uru i u or- - tji mm are getting
alarmed, aud fill our newspapers with ad
vertisements of taverns aud other liquor
establishment for sale. And Well may they
be alarmed, for we Shall have the law.. And
thus Slate by State will come to the rescue.

is highly prosperous, but we are far behind
those who have spoken with reference to
tha Maine law. We have not taken mow-tha-

a step. But the time will come whet,
it will Iw the law ;he main the chief laJ.
The principle is tree. In this 1 am a
teetoetaller. 1 hese grogeries are nuisances,
and should be abated. One difficulty,
however, has presented itself to us. It is
its execution. For fifty years we have had
a law punishing the survivor in a duel as a
murderer, and yet, during all that period,
there has been but one trial on this ground,
and then the party was triumphantly ac-

quitted. But public sentiment is changing.
Several petitions have been before our pres-

ent legislature. I received a petition from
a number of gentlemen of a county, which
I handed over to the member from that
county, and for several days he knew not
what to do. At length, however, he handed
it in. Another gentleman received one
from sundry of his male constituents, but
not caring for distinction, nor very solicit-
ous to gaiu favor, he put it in his pocket.
Several days elapsed and one came from
many. of the ladies of his county. He could
hold" out no longer, but presented boih.
This is one of the fondest days of my life.
When the G. D. of Virginia met, for the first
time, in this city, there was but a handtull

lowing in the footsteps of Maine, and hope,
ere loug, to redeem the State.

S. F. Caby, of Ohio. I would have pre
ferred to remain silent this evening and
heard from my worthy colleague. I live,
sir, where it is not only drank, but where
immense quantities are manufactured. From
the door of my dwelling 1 can see the
smoke of the people's torttent ascending
from at least thirty distilleries and brewer-
ies. During the past year the people in-

serted a clause in the new constitution for-
bidding the enactment of any law favoring
the traffic. But this did not content u.
We then began to labor for the Maine law1.
And great was our reward, although com-
plete success was not secured. On one
day I saw 80,000 petitions presented to the
legislature. One member rose in his place
and felicitated himself and the house, that
no such petition had come up from his
people they were too intelligent for that.
On the next forty or fifty gentlemen, came
a distance of as many miles, bearing with
them a petition signed by4,100f his con-
stituents. But, in some instances, even our
ladies have routed the In a
little town there was an establishment
which was doing much mischief. It was
one of these refreshment houses. Four
young ladies, whose brothers were being
ruined by it, determined to break up the
establishment. Arming themselves with
bludgeons, they repaired to the house and
demanded of ite keeper, if he intended to
give np the traffic. He cursed them, and
seeing them advance toward him, he took
up a chair to defend himself. Several
young men.who were present, and had been
drinking, now advanced, whereupon the
ladies turned to them aud enquired, "Which
party do yon join, gentlemen, his or ours ?"
' Yours, of course, was the response and

the liquor seller dashed down his chair aud
fled. Aided by the young men. the decan
ters were broken aud the ardent spilled
aitor wnicn mey went nome. At the in-

stance of tho vender, a writ was issued
against the girls for riot. The young aud
old men met and resolved, that if the girls
were imprisoned a new jail would be needed.
They were not molested, the liquor seller
decamped, and the people of Knox county
subscribed an amo tut sufficient to present
eucn oi ma gins with .ilk dress of tne
finest fabric to be obtained in New York.
The last legislature came within four votes
of adopting the Maine law, and the next
win probably complete the work.

history from the French schools, aud he is

right. History 19 a nourishing tcience. Math
ematics and logic clear tlie intellect. Natural
sciences expiud and iucideu tally elevate the
mind; the siudy of the ancient languages cul- -

tivattt, chastens and invigorates thought aud
eipretsiou; but history nurset the soul. It
yitddi pubuium fit for bringing up uieuaud
resting citnens; party feelings, associations,
and passions often seriously tway our opinions
of men, events and measures of tbe time, and
may make us forget that there is a running
justice through alt that happens which brings
in titers to tlieir deserved end aud awards; but
there are very few minds to vicious that they
do not gladly teize upon virtue and greatuest
recorded iu history, and unconnected with our
personal intereslt. Why e se should even the
worst tyrants feel flattered when they are com
pared to the best meu in history Louis Na
poleon hunselt would not willingly compare
himself to Doctor Francis, whatever others may
feel inc lued to do.

Hit ory accustoms the mind to perceive the
continuity ol States, societies and mankind, and
more thta any other kuowledge inspires the
soul with the conviction that tbe preseut is not
all, but that we belong also to the past and the
future. It is this that forms tha strengthening
element in the ttudy of history. Let people
live but for the day let theui worship the
wordt on tha tomb ot Sardauapalut -- eat,
t rtsfc-- and lust, the rest it nothing" and the
di--f; t aeed not fear their molestation. But if
ciujeot are wanted and not fait liven, if free,
men are to support and continue good institu-
tions, and if a fair institutional liberty is to be
supported, to be enjoyed, aud to be hauded over
to tueeeeding generations, bittory mast bt
largely infused into every plan of education.
