"A young theological student of this place

(Bonn) went out to liodesbcrg, (a village some
four miles sonth of Bonn,) faking with him
four nails eight inches long, a hammer aud a

file. Having dined at the Hotel Bitsncr, ho

walked out into a neighboring grove, sought
out a tree, which bore some resemblance, to a

cross, and crucified himself upon it. first he
nailed his feet fast to the tree, driving each
nail four inches into the tree. He then, after
driving a nail into the branch on the right,
and filing its outer extremity sharp, muled
his left hand to the opposite branch. Having
hns fastened hoth feet and his left hand to

his cross, he struck his right upon the sharp-cue- d

nail. The first attempt appears to have

been unsuccessful, as his baud was sadlv torn.
Whether overcome by pain, he now called for
assistance, or that people hy chance passed by,
it matters not; he was soon after found, fainted
nwnv. hninriinr from the nails. As, however,
those who loiiud him had no tools to draw the
nails from the tree, they cut it down and car- -

ricd it into the village of tiodcsbeig. Here
he was separated from his cross, put ou board
a steamboat, brought back to Bonn, and placed
iu the hospital, where he lies in a fair way of

recovery. The writer gives the physician who

attended him aa his authority, aud adds that
the facts are well known throughout the city."
