Our attention is called to this subject by a par
agraph in the Louisville Courier, speaking of the
indiscreet use of 'preventive medicines,' and the
abominable abuse of the vital powers, observed in
that city since the prevalence of Cholera in the
West The principal disease of Louisvilie now, the
Courier says, is dysentery, most of it produced by
the absurd 'swallowing of cholera drops,' by per
sons m good health, but utterly ignorant ot the
laws of life. "With reference to such dosing, the
editor says: ." ' Com. Advertiser.

It is difficult to imagine any thing more foolish
than the habit of swallowing medicine for every
little ailment, but especialy for none at all Such
a course is at war with nature and cannot be too
severely condemned. Those who have been fool-

ish enough to eive way to their unreasonable fears
are now paying the penalty, and are reaping a pain-
ful harvest from the cholera drops' they sowed
profusely.- Lessons of this kind show indubitably
how necessary it is to make the study of physiolo
gy a part of the course in all our schools. There
is nothing of higher value, for it is the science of
life and consequently concern every human being.
Yet there is no one thing of which men are more
generally ignorant A knowledge of the science is
almost entirely confined to Physcians, and this fact
accounts for a phenomena that often bewilder the
unthinking and unrefleeting the immunity of phy
sicians from epidemic diseases. They know the
laws of life,' and conform themselve to them, and
those laws are just as open to the possession of ev-

ery man who can read, as to physicians.
