Another Bank Fallure.—The
dthinst,, says: Dougherty Bros.! & Co.’s
hanklog house of Hurrlshurg, closed yes-
terday morning owing to the pressure on
the deposits and the general stringency
of the times. The firm says the dizns-
trous City bank failure last full was fol-
lowed by a heavy demand on the Dough-
erty bank by depositors for their money
and the amount of deposils dwindled
from $847 000, at the time the City bank
fdled, to $111,000 when business opera-
tlons were terminated. The closing up
of the Btate bank on SHaturdny was an-
other gevere blow to the Institution, the
demnnds of depositors increasing after
that event. Last fall the bank was en-
abled to surmount the temporary panic
by a loan of $25000 from Beroard
M'Grann, of Lancaster, who on Monday
had a judgment entered up against Wil-
linm E. Dougherty for the amount lonn-
ed.  This unexpected movement dispel-
led all hope that had been entertained of
continuing the business, and it was
deemed advisable for all coneerned to
close the nffairs of the bank,

William ¥, Dougherty and Joames
Dougherty huve made an assignment to
5. W. Bimonton, Haq., of all their prop-
erty for the benefii of those who have
suflered by the faflure of the bank with
which they have for elght years been
connected. The maln property consists
of four farms, comprising in the aggre-
about 874 acres, located a few mile$ enst
of this oity. This real estate is extimao.
ted to be worth from 200 to 8400 an
acre,  They also own 400 aeres of moun-
tain land, and eight or ten houses in
this city, as well ng & gonsiderable gquan-
tity of ground in the lower end of Har.
risburg. They also own & large amount
of Harrisburg gas stock. The money
that will be realized from the sule of this
property, it ls believed, will exceed the
labilities of the bank,

When the bank cloged there were de-
posits on hand amounting to nbout £10,.
600, which are belng puld out at the rate
of ten per eent. to each depositor who
presents his claim, A considerable num-
ber of depositors received this proportion
of thelr principal yesterday, and the
paymonts will be coutinued until all the
money is exbinusted, The eelleotablo
eleims held by the bink against persons
for loans are getimated at $26,000.
