That favming don’t pay, ns well ns we
vould wish, may make it prodent for ue
not to borrow money for improvements;
not to hire men und  pay them wages
that they «cannol earn st farm-work.
Birt, having o farm, with good buildings
on our lands, which we have no expectn-
tion of gquitting, don’t let us stop apply-
ing tosthe working of it, the muscle of
oureelves and fumily and our best efforis,
