Soldiers who receive invalid pensions can now
have their pensions Increased to any sum or rate
between $8. and SIS. per month.

Soldiers who have lost their discharges can now
obtain duplicates.

Fathers and mothers who lost sons In the serv-
ice upon whom ney were depeudent tor support,
can also obtain pensions.
