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A Prison Tragedy

A Hartford paper of the Ord inat,, says:
Thero wis gront axoitoment ab the Weth-
ersfleld State Prisoh 110'clock Batur-
dny night till § yesterdny morolbg,

Tt appears that two anry
Hamlin and Williim Allen, both of whom
wore sontonoed for elght years for burglary
in New London county, in 1871—planned
an estape, Hamlin toad o skelston koy
mnde in the prison, and they Ingeniously
made It so that it would open every oell
door in the prison except two, the locks
being alike. Ho gotoutof hisoull botween
the time of looking up and the alidiung of
the bar, and seoroted himsell overhead,
under the ceiling of the upper tler.

When everything was still, and the
watehman cames on, Hamlin opersted the
lever of the sliding bar 8o that he conld let
out Allen by unlocking his door. Doth
started to surprise the watohman, bind and
gag him ; but bhe had heard a nolse and
was on the look-out, and same upon them
before they wero naware he was 8o near and
demanded that they should halt. They
were not disposed to stop, apd Le fired
twice st them with his revolver. Ons of
thom throw up bis hands and said, * Don't
shoot. 1'm hit and killed,"

The watohmnan supposed he had fired
fatal shot and was thrown off his gudrd,
and the conviots pitehed upon him, knock-
ed Lim down and gagged him with a home
made gag of leather, which was fastenad
around his nock, nnd then put bandoufis
upon s wrists, They then left him, and
it is supposed woro about to releass one or
more other prisonord, as they had their own
way, with the watchman quicted, and
could have made a general uprisivg of
conviets.

But they lind not gone far before Bhip-
man got the gag loose and called for help.
They retarved to him, and Allen, drawing
& large knife whiok came from the shoe
shop, sald : " Btop your nolee or I'll cut
your throat." The watchman, who
exhibited coolness and conrage, still strug-
gled and shouted, when Hamlin came up,
and bavisg the pistol taken from the watoh-
man, placed its muzzle close to the latter's
loft brenstand fired, ioflicting n mortal
wonnd,

By this time the pistol shots had begun
toarouse the elecpers in other parts of the
prison, and Overseer Arnold eame to the
door of the guard room. Secing the feet
of the watohman hanging over from the
tier platform, which bo recoguized by their
having moocoasing on, and seeing nlso n man
leaning over him, he fired a rifle ioto the
hall, without aiming It at the figure he
snw, lest tho watchman might be struok.
The shiot alarmed Hamlio, for e was lean-
ing over the prostrate form of his vietim,
aud he ran around the corridor. Mean-
while, Overseor ITill had got iuto the cor-
ridor and saw him coming nod fired, Ham-
lin returned the shot, neither taking effect,

Both 1lamlin and Allen now songht ref-
uge in the attie and forced their way
through the plastered ceiling by the use of
heavy bars of iron which were obtained
from the shoe shop, one being a standard,
20 inches long and an inch and n quarter in
dinmoter, and tho other n elaw, 15 inches
long, 1In the attic they had full swivg, as
no one dared risk going there beoause it
was kuown that thore must be one charge
left in the revolver. Moreover, it was
deemed best to surrouna  thom lest they
might get more desperate and sot fire to the
building, and there was great fear of this,
Guards, armed with rifles, were placed all

about the outer walls of the prison, and all
inside avenues of escape were oarefully
watohed,

At 1 o'clock Hamlin showed himsell at
an o;mnlnfhloading from tho attic to the
garret of the oftice building, and wis ot
once fived upon by Overseer Botells, who
was on duty there, Ho then went back to
the centre of the attic. He evidently re.
mained in and about the cupola of the pri-
son, which is renched by a ladder, Atabout
5 o'clock in the morning he showed himself
there to the outside guard, and Overseer
Riley fired at him, whereupon he crled out:
:I'E)on‘: fire any more ; we will surrender,”

ey were told to come down and report at
the guard-room door, which they did, and
were then handeuffod and taken to dun-
geons, Shipman died atabout 11 o'clock
yosterday morning, having suffered terrible
ngony,

On landing he pushed the small boat
adrift and disappesrsd, Homo people who
saw this performance, thinking, it strangs,
reported the affuir to the polics, and alook-
out was kept for the man, but he did not
retorn, and Captain Kenny esized the
veasel. Bhe is sloop-rigged, decked over
and has o small cabin, in which was found
& stove, somo cooking utensils, but no
papers or any other article that gives a
acluo to her owners, She has recently
been supplied with & new topmast, and on
Ler stern Wi found almost obliterated by
paint pot yel dry, her name, ' The
Native, Norfolk."
