Defeats Columbia and Constitution

After Vear'a Strike.
New York, May 25. After nearly a

year's strika of fthe Union Pacific
boiler makers the Contest has been set-

tled satisfactorily to the company and
the men on the basis of the following
telegram sent by Mr. Harriman to
John McNeil, grand president and or-

ganizer of the Brotherhood of Boiler
Makers, while Mr. Harriman was hur-

rying home from the west over the
Lake Shore railroad on May 13:

"Rather than permit a condition to
be brought about whereby wen's
homes would be broken up and their
families, wives and children be per-

mitted to suffer through no fault of
their own I will recommend to Mr.

Burt, president of the Union Pacific,
and suggest to you for consideration
the following:

"The sympathetic boiler makers'
strike on the Southern Pacific and oth-

er lines to be called off; Union Pacific
strike to tie called off; matter of piece-
work to be left to the men themselves,
both those already employed and to be
employed hereafter by the Union Pa-

cific, and piecework not to be further
extfided on the Union Pacific and to
be abandoned at the end of four
months if so determined upon by a

representative of the company and of
the men; if they cannot agree to be
referred to other representatives not
directly engaged in managing the road
or the strike: the piecework system
not to be extended on the Southern
Pacific or other lines except after co

nnd agreement with the boiler
makers; no discrimination to be made
against former employees on the Union
Pacific when places are to be filled
and no discrimination to be made on
account of their accepting temporari-
ly the piecework or not and any ad-

justment thereof to be determined be-

tween representatives as above pro-
vided.

"In lieu of this call off thj strike,
both sympathetic and otherwise, ns'
above, and refer the whole Union Pa-
cific controversy in its present condi-
tion to arbitration to be agreed upon."

Mr. McNeil replied to Mr. l'larri-man'- s

telegram, agreeing to recom-
mend his suggestions for a settlement,
and after a "conference of several days
nt the company's offices here the mat-
ter was finally adjusted on the basis
of the telegram. Thus a satisfactory
understanding has been reached, and
the rights of all the parties interested
have been protected, including the
rights of the company and its new
employees nnd of the old men w ho are
to return to the employment of the
company, and it is thought probable
that the method here established will
be conducive of lasting and beneficial
results and that it may be made the
basis of settling auy differences in the
future.

NEW YOKE'S LIQUOR TAX,

New tan Mean Fewer Lieene anil

Albany, N. Y., May 25. The follow-

ing statement bus been given out by
State Excise Commissioner Cullinan:

'The receipts for the first ten days in
May, 1'.K.1, under the new law increas-

ing excise fees have been $1(1,380,302,
and the receipts for the name period In
1902 were $11,440,515, an increase of
$4,870,987.

"The receipt for the entire liquor tax
year lpu3-- 4 will approximate $18,205,-730- ,

an increase of $3,700,085 over the
gross receipts for the liquor tax year
1902 3. The state's share of .liquor tax
moneys for the liquor tax year 1902-- 3

was $4,308,503. The state's share for
; the liquor tax, year 1003-- will be

an increase to the state of
$5,005,750.

"The amount of liquor tax moneys
received by localities for the liquor tax
year 1903-- 4 will be $710,500 greater
than the amount received for the liquor
tax year 1002-3- .

"The number of certificates issued
for the first ten days iu May of 1903 is
3 0 per cent less than the number
issued for the same period in 1902."

RACE IS ON

Good Start In the Kun From Faris
to Madrid.

FIVE AMERICAN ENTRIES.

Certain That All KecortU Will lie
Smashed annuities From the

Swift and Heavy M-
achine Feared.

Taris, May 25. The Paris-Madri- d au-

tomobile race is now on, and It is fully
expected that all previous records for
long distance automobillng will be bro-

ken.
In many respects the race will be one

of the most remark;! U 1 ever run both
for the number and character of the
contestants and the prodigious power
and speed of the latest monster ma-

chines. The leading sportsmen from
all over Europe and many from the
other side of the Atlantic gathered
here to see the start.

The first stngo of the contest is from
Versailles to Bordeaux, 313 miles; the
second, Bordeaux to Vltoria, 208 miles,
and the third, Vitorla to Madrid, 201
miles. The stretch from Bordeaux to
Vltoria will be run on Tuesday and
that from Vitorla to Madrid on

Wednesday.
Serloua Aceidenta Feared.

Serious accidents are feared owing
to the terrific speed, the ponderous
weight of, the latest types of motors
and the great number of the contest-
ants. It is expected that Founder and
W. K. Vanderbilt, Jr., will make
eighty-fiv- e miles nn hour on the roads
outside the cities.

Boston, May 25. The continued high

price of raw cotton and the disinclina-
tion of purchasers of goods to pay a
corresponding advance are affecting
the mills which were not well stocked
up. Avdispnteh from Fall River an-

nounces that some of the mills are
handicapped by the unusual situation
and that some of them would shut
down for a short time at least. Other
corporations have some machinery idle
in order to make the old crop last, man-
ufacturers agreeing that it would mean
a loss to purchase cotton nt present
prices. Some mills have already shut
down, and it is probable that oilier
manufacturers will be obliged to stop
some of their machinery for a time.

AT PfiESBYTEEIAN ASSEMBLY.

Commotion Caused by Measre to
President RooaeTelt.

Los Angeles, Cal.,'May 25. The har-
mony that has prevailed since the
opening of the Fresbyteriaii general as-

sembly has received a slight shock.
Rev. Frederick K. Stanley of Atlantic
City, X. J., obtained recognition from
the moderator and took the platform.

"I wish to introduce," began Mr.
Stanley, "with regard to the memora-
ble trip of the president of the United
States, who is about to turn his face
ftgalu toward the national capital, the
following resolution for passage by
tltls assembly:
"'To the Hon. Theodore Roosevelt,

President of the United States:
"'Christian greeting. With prayer

for God's blessing ou you and divine
guidance in all your high responsibili
ties. See Numbers vi, "'

Mr. Stanley had scarcely finished his
resolution when a commissioner in the
center of the house sprang to his feet
and in a loud tone said, "Mr. Moder-
ator, I move that thTs resolution be re
ferred to the committee on correspond
ence."

A second to this motion was made
Immediately. There were loud cries of
"Xo, no!" from nil parts of the house.
Moderator Coyle hesitated for a mo-
ment and then remarked in a decisive
tone. "I do not think that this would
be the proper disposition of this reso-
lution."
.Before he could proceed further he

was Interrupted by calls of "Vote,
vote!" lie rapped vigorously with his
gavel and said, "All those In favor of
sending this resolution to the commit
tee on correspondence will say aye."
There was a faint response by perhaps
a score of commissioners, which a mo-

ment later was made to seem insig-
nificant by the great volume of noes.
It was quickly moved, and seconded
that the resolution made by Mr. Stan-
ley be adopted, which was done by a
unanimous vote.

THE OLD DEFENDER SECOND

Itaee InflnUhed Within tlie Time
Limit and Called Off, "Willi the

Sen Itoat a. Mile la
the Lend.

New York, May ance, Con-

stitution and Columbia have met in a
"race" oft Glen Cove, N. Y., but the
sound breeze arrived so late that the
rachts could not finish within the time
limit The start wag delayed nearly
two hours while waiting for wind suf-

ficient to take the boats across the line,
and the race was called off, in accord-

ance with an agreement made pre-

viously by the regatta committee with
the owners of the cup yachts. The Ke-lian-

finished twenty minutes later,
and when she crossed the line she was
a mile ahead of the Columbia and half
ns far again ahead of the Constitution.
The course was the same twenty-fiv- e

mile triangle failed over Thursday.
An Inaatlafactorr Trial.'

The race was the second of the Glen
Cove series for the forty footers and
was the occasion of the first appear-
ance of the Constitution this season.
As a race it was without result, and
as an exposition of the sailing quali-
ties of the contestants it was ns in-

conclusive as was Thursday's race be-

tween the Ilcliance and the Columbia.
Unsatisfactory as it was, however,, it
was an interesting performance, par-
ticularly on account of the presence of
the Constitution.

It w as evident during the whole trial
that whenever conditions were equal
for all three yachts the Reliance was
easily superior to both her competitors.
She drifted nway from the Constitu-
tion, she opened out rapidly and con-

tinuously on the Columbia when going
close hauled, arid in a three mile reach
she gained nearly a minute and a half
en both. The Columbia's performance
was rather better than on Thursday,
and the showlug of the Constitution
was distinctly disappointing.

New Ynclit Lead All the War.
The Reliance led at the first mark, as,

in fact, she did all the way around the
course. She got over the starting line
first too.

With the faintest of breezes the Reli
ance drey; abend and made the first
turn more than two minutes ahead of
the Columbia. A surprising feature of
the first leg, however, was the fact
that on actual time the Columbia made
the eleven miles in 3h. 33m. 2Ss., or two
seconds less than the time taken by the
Reliance.

The ltellnnee had things all her own
way on the second leg and covered the
three miles In exactly 10 minutes, gain-
ing on the abort reach 1m, 25s. on the
Columbia and 22 seconds on the Consti-
tution, the latter having gained 3 sec-

onds on the Columbia.
If the wind had held the third leg

would have been a beat home,, but It
shifted around to the northwest. The
three yachts had made two or three
hitches before that, but then they made
for home, the Reliance getting the best
part of the wind and gaining fast. If
(he race had been finished she probably
would have beaten the Columbia by at
least 12 minutes.

SIR THOMAS' VIEWS.

Still Thinks SI. ii in rook III. la J nut a
Mttle lletter.

Glasgow, .May 25. Sir Thomas Lip-to-

in nn interview regarding the excel-
lent form shown by the Reliance ad-

mitted that he was somewhat surprised
that the Reliance was so much better
than the Columbia, but he pointed out
that the Columbia was never fast at
drifting. lie said he reserved judg-
ment regarding the Reliance until he
heard of her performance at top racing
speed. He was not sorry to think that
America hod a good boat in the Reli-
ance. He wanted the cup, but he also
wanted some sport in getting it. He
believed that be had an exceptionally
good vessel, better than had yet been
shown, but he wanted no runaway vic-

tory.
"The closer the races the better it will

please me," remarked Sir Thomas, "pro-
vided Shamrock III. finishes on the
right side." He saw nothing in the Re-
liance's victory to shake his belief in
Shamrock III.

Sir Thomas also said that he had not
yet definitely decided to enter Sham-
rock I. In any of the races in America
In which she would be eligible to com-

pete against the Reliance, Columbia
and Constitution.

Bcdr of Shamrock Mas Found.
London, May 25. The body of Sham-
