PLAN TO AID AUTHORS.

PropfteA Deform For Hedncing; Pnt-nc- e

on JlaiuiMerlplM.
The Society of American Authors

will urge upon the next session of con-

gress the justice of permitting authors'
manuscripts to pass through the mails
at the rale of two ounces for a cent,
says the New York Mail and Express.
This rate already prevails in European
countries, and also between countries
belonging to the Universal Postal
union.

This anomaly therefore exists iu the
United States: The receipts of manu-

scripts from abroad and the dispatch
of manuscripts from tho most remote
interior towns to the most remote
points nbroad for a postage four times
loss than would be charged for carry-
ing the same manuscripts from 'one
post office to another In the Uuited
States. The proposed reform affects
the iuterests of newspaper men, min-

isters iiud authors of nil degrees. .
