SOLD LIQUOR ILLEGALLY.

Heury Peter the Firitt Person to he Con
victed 1'uder Xew Law,

St. Albans, June 20. The first case of
a person being prosecuted for the illegal
furnishing or selling of liquor under the

resent license law in this city was that of
Henry Peters, who was yesterday convict-
ed by a jury and sentenced to not less
than three nor more than five months' im-

prisonment in the house of correction at
iutland. Peters procured liquor for per

sons who have been posted at the different
saloons and could not procure it for them
selves.

The trial was not a lengthy one, the
state Introducing two witnesses, one of
these a most unwilling one from whom
testimony had to be dragged as teeth are
pulled. The defense introduced but one
witness, Peters himself, who swore he
lid not know the men were posted and
had only given them one drink. He admit-
ted that he had given them one drink.
This is the tirst time iu the past two years
at least that a man has been convicted
before a jury in this city of selling or fur
nishing intoxicating liquor and as the
prosecuting attorney, S. . Flinn, said,
shows conclusively that the sentiment of
the public is back of the effort to enforce
the new law.

Inspectors Gathering Evi-

dence in Other Cases

TO BE PRESENTED SOON

Another Special Attorney Appointed

to Assist the Govern-

ment.

Washington, June 25, Postoftice In-

spectors are gathering evidence in at least
six or seven eases of alleged fraud against
the postoffiee department, which will he
presented to the grand jury as soon as the
government oilicials are satisfied they have
a strong enough case to obtain indict-
ments. These cases have come to light
since the recent investigation into postal
affairs has been under way. It is im-

possible to obtain any Information as to
the Identity of the persons whose acts are
being investigated.

The president's interest in furthering
the prosecution of the guilty parties was
manifest In a long Interview he had to-

day with Attorney (ieneral Knox who
called with Holmes Conrad, formerly So-

licitor of the department of justice, who
has been appointed one of the special at-

torneys to assist the government in the
postoffiee eases. The president has made
himself familiar w ith the condition of af-
fairs as developed by the investigations
thus far and expressed his earnest desire
that the guilty parties be brought to jus-
tice.

Amid great enthu-
siasm King I'eter yesterday morning took
the oath before the Sknpshtlna. Subse-

Affairs under the new king seem to be

progressing calmly. Reports from the
country state everything there is nuiet
and peaceful and the people are content
with the new government. The kaiser,
who has been mentioned as one not in
sympathy with the new sovereign govern-
ment, has sent a most cordial telegram to
King I'eter. lie also announced today
that the Austrian minister had resumed
diplomatic relations witu the government.

The newspapers today-stat- the king
has granted amnesty to all political offend-
ers, under which head the oflioers who
participated in the assassination of the
late king and queen would doubtless come.
