Bt Petersburg, July 81.—The cnar
gearina and thelr sulls have left lLere
to Join the gredt pligrinage to Haroff,
proviuce of Tambofl, where the Orthic-
dox church is to colebrate the eanonls-
tion of the bermit Prakbior Moahnln
ander the pame of 8t Seraphim, About
8,000 Nishops und clergy of Furopean
BRussia will partleippte In the cors
monies, at the jpongstery at Barolf,
which promise (o be very intoresting.
The relles af St, Seraphim will be ex-
posed for adoration after five days of
religlons exercises, These relles have
been instailed n a nolld silver ensket
bénenth o Elver baldachin, The ox-
pense of the installation was borne by
the emperor from lle private picke,
and his majesty testified his interest
by wrillng the following marginal note
on tha act of canonization:

“Read with feellngs of genuine plens-
ure and deep omotion,”

The monustery, which Is the scene
of thie ceremonial, 18 & women's nsy-
lum several mlies from the village of
Saroff, and thig village fn tuarn is forty
miles from the nearest rallwey sta-
tlon, Témporary burricks have boen
erected to shelter the more favored
gnests, hut the gréat majorlty of the
pligrims wiil be forced to sleep in sta-
bles or in the open alr,

ment thet It regardy the “dppenrnee
of a new mirncuions intercessor as a
renewnl of heaven's blesslng upon the
governmment of oof most exalted mon-
arch, who Iabors uncensingly for the
welfare of the Orthiodox Husslun peo-
ple and smbraces in Lis royal love and
care all of bis troe subjects of every
elass and conditfon™

Now Saint o Noted Hermlit,

The hermit, Prakhor Mosholn, dled
In 1833 at an advanced nge. Bellef in
his sanctity and alfenions nterces-
glon with heaven seems to have been
widespread during his 1ife and to have
grown stendily sinee hls demlse, An
inguiry was beguun in 1892 Into the al-
Jeged mivacles pitvibuted to Wis relles
and satisfied the holy synod of thelr
verity,

under the name of Bl Seraplim was
fszucd on Jan. 20, which date was add-
of to the Orthadox calendar,

An anthotized biography suys that
Bf. Seraphim's futher wig o plous
