fect the business in the Queen City of this
state. One of the mills has enough cotton

on hand to last the rest of the season,
while the other' is in a position to get
whatever it wants. The threatened gen-

eral tie-u- will be quite far reaching in its

consequences and It is a matter of congrat-
ulation if the Burlington mills are not af-

fected thereby.

Interesting developments have been go-

ing on in the business of the United States
hteel corporation, and no the least inter-

esting of these is the relieving of Charles
U. Schwab of the presidency ot the cor-

poration and the appointment of William
Ellis Corey as his successor. Now this

lngly low condition of vitality. On the
contrary Schwab has appeared to be in ex-

cellent health. Therefore the surmise on
the part of the public that there is some-- !

thing else back of his resignation.
