I do not feel com
petent to pass on the causes for the
Wall street depression. I am In th
steel business. But I do know that
they cannot and will not directly af
feet the industry of the country.

nution of the great volume of business
that we ha-v-e been doing, but that doe
not mean stagnation.

"Labor's esorbltant demands have
