Efforts 'Etins Made to End the Cop.

per Mine Shutdown.

SENATOR CLARK'S OFFER,

Three Thousand Mine Employees
Thrown Oot of Work by the

Litigation JndKes Accused
of Delna; Biased.

Butte, Mont, Oct 2fl.--An unexpected
move has been made in the Amalga-
mated Copper shutdown by which

thousands of miners have been thrown
out of work. A proposition was made

by the miners' union to John McGin-

nis, vice president of the United Cop-

per company, and his associates con-

nected with the Montana Ore Purchas-

ing company to purchase their stock in

the Boston and Montana company. The
union would then dismiss the proceed-

ings against the Boston and Montana
company to the eud that there would
be a general resumption of the Amal-

gamated mines, smellers and various
other plants throughout the state of
Montana.

At a special meeting of the union at-

tended by about 3,000 miners it was
decided to offer McGinnis and Forester
$."00 a share for their 100 shares of
the Boston and Montana stock. An
other offer was made for 100 shares of
stock McGinnis and Tamm hold In the
Parrot Copper and Silver Mining com-

pany at a rate not to exceed $100 a

share.
Senator Clark to Furnish Money.
Cnlted States Senator Clark, A. J.

Davis, acting in behalf of the First Na-

tional bnnk, and John D. Ityan, presi-
dent of the Daly Bank and Trust com-

pany, joined in a communication to the
miners' union under date of Oct. 24 of-

fering to furnish to the organization
sufficient money to purclia.-t- the stock
at the figures stated. Thoy agreed to
hold the stock only as security for the
money advanced and will not ask the
anion to pay any deficiency arising
from the sale of the stock or any inter-
est on the money invested.

Members of the miners' union figure
that the purchase of the McGimils-Forester-Tam-

stock will Immediately
set at rest all talk of a shutdown for an
indefinite period. The shares they hold
in the two companies was the cause of
the general suspension of work in the
Amalgamated mines, Judge Clancy's
injunction order having the effect of

preventing the latter company from
voting their stock of the Boston and
Montana company nnd the Parrot com-

pany.
At the close of the meeting n com-

mittee '
consisting of Edward Long,

president of the union;
' Daniel Dono-

van, secretary; John S. Shea, financial
secretary; P. J.' Nugent and Jerry
O'Nell proceeded at once to lay the
proposition before Mr. McOlnnls.

What transpired at the meeting was
known only to the members of the or-

ganization. The session was a secret
one, except what information was giv-
en out after adjournment. The first
matter to come before the meeting was
the proposition of Senator Clark nnd
the local banks to furnish money for
the purchase of the McGinnis stock.
The offer was accepted, with little or
no opposition.

Miners Criticise Judiciary.
A resolution was passed suggesting

the need of adequate laws to meet
emergencies such as now confront the
people of Butte and the entire state,
Reference is also made in the resolu-
tion to the judicial officers of Silver
Bow county, who the resolution ac
cuses of bias and prejudice in favor
of one of the principal parties to mi
merous suits involving millions of dol
lars.

In conclusion the union calls upon
Governor Toole to convene an extraor
dinary session of the legislature for
the purpose of enacting legislation that
will correct the evils mentioned as
well ns for the purpose of trying nnd
impeaching any public officer in the
state who mny" lie proved guilty of
malfeasance in office.

The resolution that created the sen-
sation of the day, which was adopted
without a dissenting vote, was the one
objecting to the establishment of free
soup houses for the benefit of the idle
miners, as was suggested by prominent
officials of the city.

McGinnis and Forester bought their
etock in the Boston and Montana, nnd
Tarrot companies three years ago, the
Boston and Montana shares costing
$110 each. Their holdings constitute
one-fl- f teonth of 1 per cent of the whole

pany, has received a cable message
from Walsall, England, announcing the
death of Samson Fox, chairman of the
Leeds (England) Forgo company. Mr.
Fox had only recently returned to Eng-
land after a short visit to this country
to sea the development of the pressed
Bteel car industry, which he originated
at JoIIet, 111.
