mit With Restriction

NEW LIGHTING CONTRACT

A Modification of Earlier Proposition of

Consolidated Co. Health Offi-

cers After Plumbers.

A special meeting of the city council
was held last evening to consider an ap-

plication from O. II. Hale for a building
permit to erect a three story wooden struc-
ture to be covered with Iron between his
Main street buildings aud the auction
room at the rear, and also a lean-t- :Sx3iS
at the rear of his auction rooms. The ap-
plication for the lean-t- o permit was re-
fused and that for the three story addition
at the rear of the present block was grant-
ed with the proviso that a h brick
fire wall be erected at each end and that
the two sides be brick veneered.

It was also votd the street commission-
ers be instructed to isme notices on the
widening of Pear! strt el.

When the cemcd c inventd the city
cleik read the application from Mr. Hale,
which were submitted to the council by
the building inspee'or without recommen-
dations. Mr. Ilule already has a permit
to erect a two story, iron covered addition
on this site, and the new application calls
for an additional story. . ,

Alderman Currier, after requesting the
cle:k to read the ordinances relating to
buildings in the tire district, said he be-

lieved in giving Mr. Hale all the rights
given anyone elsp, and he also believed
the city ordinances should be lived up to.
Mr. Hale, asks a special privilege. said,
on a street but 20 to 24 feet v ide. The
council last spring refused Mr. Holster a
permit to erect an iron covered building
on Depot square, where it was more than
this distance from any other building. On
Pearl street directly across from where
Mr. Hale wants to build is "The Otis,"
considered bv insurance companies a very
hazardous risk, and on the other side the
budding runs close to the Whuelock line
J'hese buildings, called tire traps by the
iufuranee mpanies, increase the msur
anee rates on all the buildings and mer
chants in toe DMighhorhood ami tend to
make higher rates for the whole of Main
street. To go further into this matter,
said Alderman Currier, a year ago Mr.
Hale asked a permit to build a portico and
hay window on the J'earl street side of his
block. It was granted on the condition
that it be not projected into the street. Mr.
Hale built, and built into '.he street one or
two feet. lie had been asked to remove
the same and he had not dorm so. He did
not believe the aldermen. would be so neg-
ligent as to endanger all about the place
and make the neighboring merchants and
property owners pay higher insurance
rates simply to grant Mr. Hale special
privileges.

Alderman Mchenme opposed granting
the permit except that it be for brick
walls.

Ihe Consolidated Lighting company
asked permission to set poles on Maple
avenue and Summer street. Alderman
Currier said the company's agents had
asked him to go over the streets with them
and he had proposed that they put their
wires on the V lies' poles, as there was a
Hue of poles on each side of the street
now. lie had also consulted the agent of
Mr. Viles. Both campanies objected,
though no valid reason was given why they
should not be on the same poles, lieferred
to the street committee with power to act.

Several warrants were read and ordered
paid, oae being for $2,000 to pay balance
on paving contract.

A letter from Mrs. Carrie K. Tilden re
luting to the taxs on her land on North
Main street was referred to the city meet
ing.

A petition from Jeanette Martin, Mr.
