Protests on Russia's Re-

cent Action

IN SET MINES IN OPEN SEA

English Admiral Declares That There

Is Nothing in International Law

to Warrant it.

London, May 24. The reported actions
of the Bussians at Tort Arthur io placing
submerged mines in various parts of the
Yellow Sea and Gulf of Pechili, thus put-
ting all shipping in those vicinities in
jeopardy, has aroused considerable protest
in semi-ofliil- circles. The act is charac-
terized as eontrary to all rules of civilized
warfare and as cmel and barbarous.
