There is a ureal future in store for

adopted by mothers, says u dispatch
from that city. Mrs. I.illie, a student
of sociology, wife of a professor at the
University of Chicago, believes that lit-

tle girls should be dressed the same
as little boys.

Mrs. I.illie says: "Why should wc
tell the sexes apart before they realize
that thiy have a sex? Hut we can
more nearly approach the boy's health-
ful spirit in our girls' clothing.

"One reason why girls' clothing is
so absurd is that It Is developed not
with an idea of use, but of display.
Whenever men need a costume for any
special calling they do away with ev-

erything that is superfluous- or restrain-
ing. The business of u little girl's life
is physical activity, but we would nev-

er dream it from her mother's products
in the way of clothes

"Little girls should be dressed In

boys' clothes, slightly modified per-

haps. A very easily dressed little girl
would wear a woolen union suit next
her slsin, a black woolen union suit
over that and a knit waist for extra
warmth and to bold garters, and boys
stockings and shoes, heavy, square
toed and laced. Over ail she should
wear a suit in appearance very much
like a pair of overalls, with a Jacket
or wnlst attached.

"The advantages of this garment are
many. It is strong, simple and never
need be ironed. It covers the child
completely and at night can be peeled
off easily. The legs of the garment go
flown to the shoes, and any hunter will
tell mothers the great advantage of
that is that the loosely tilting legs keep
Insects from biting, which means much
to a nervous child in hot weather.

"I suggest for little girls a kind of
hut or cap which sailors wear one
with a wide brim, which can be turned
up in cool weather or down in hot, to
protect the eyes and neck from the
sun. Pressed iu the fashiou which I

have named, a girl is equipped for her
most Important work.

"At school 1 believe a little girl
should wear a blouse of brown or blue
cotton, made somewhat in the Itussian
fashion, but without a collar, and belt-

ed, l'.elow tills should be bloomers.
I hope ti e t'me will come when little
boys and r:' l will never know the re-

straint of white clothing."-
