Following o grand three days’ as
sault on the Jefénses of Port Arthaur
the Jupanese rested during the day
tme of Aug. 23 At 11 o'clock that
nlght they conventrated a strong force
to attack the Zarodoutnl fort, wheel: s
a strong pesition on the Russiun right
flank, The Japanese mpde clever
use of the avaflable cover, creeping
forward o Indlan fasbion for one
bour in spite of the Hussian rile fire,
Midaight fonnd them properly fofmed
within striking distance of the fonti
fieutions, They theén made a phwertul
rusly, but were mowed down inonll bat
o8 (uarter

Here o body of Japanese succeeded
in entering the fort over the dead
bodles of thelr comrndes, but neariy
all were bpyonetfed inside the fort
The reminant retreated, losing severely
ag  they fed.  After repulsing the
enemny the Russinn troops cheercd,
