ANOTHER FORT TAKEN.

Important Height at Port Arthur Re-

ported Taken by Japs.
Tokyo, Sept. S3. While official con-

firmation is lacking, it seems certain

that the Japanese possess a fort on sm-

other height westward of Itzshan,
which they carried by desperate as-

saults and have since held against all

attempts to recapture by the Russians.
Both these heights overlook Port Ar-

thur, offering exiHllent gun positions
which materially weaken the Russian
defense.

Russian Casualties at Liaoyang.
St. Petersburg. Sept. 23.-- The general

staff has issued a revised list of the
Russian casualties at Liaoyang, show-

ing that 1.810 men were killed, that
10811 were wounded and that 1.217
were left on the field. Fifty-fou- r regi-

mental officers were killed and 252

were wounded; 2 generals were killed
and 3 wounded. Five officers were left
on the field. Of those wounded at
Liaoyang 1.334 men and 34 officers
have already retnru.nl to duty. Those
reported to be missing are probably
dead.

Forbids Russian Cruiser to Coal.
Las Talmas. Canary Islands, Sept.

23. The Russian cruiser Terek, which
has been stopping British vessels in

the vicinity of Gibraltar, commenced
coaling here, but on orders received
from Madrid she was stopped from
coaling and was ordered to leave here.

Russian Ships at Vladivostok Are Now

Ready For Sea.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 2:!. Captain

29. The captains have been granted
full powers to use the whole of the
dockyard staff at Cronstadt, which h
working night mid day in order to

complete the trial of these vessels by
the date specified. They will then
join Vice Admiral. Hojostvensky's
iquadron.

It Is said on good authority that
(rand Duke Alexis, the high admiral,
favors sending out the Baltic fleet to
the far east by way of Cape Horn,
but it is still undecided whether the
fleet will start this year.

JAPANESE ADVANCING.

Kuropatkin Says Operations Against
Mukden Are Rapidly Developing.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 23. The Japa
nese operations against Mukden are
rapidly developing. General Kuropat
kin announces that the Japanese army
at Bentsiaputze is beginning to ad
vauce northward. The outposts Wed
nesday tried to capture Kaoutou pass,
commanding the road to Fushun. The
Russians are offering a stubborn re
sistance, which is likely to retard de
cisive operations.

Kuropatkin lias placed strong forces
astride the Mukden and Fushun roads
to Bentsijiputze. The Russians lire
also holding all the passes of the Da

range eastward of Bentsiaputze.
A dispatch from Harbin announces

that another Japanese regiment is

moving farther eastward, but it is re-

garded as improbable that the Japa-
nese will move in considerable force
from Dziantcbau along the roads lead
ing to Mukden, Fushun and Sintsin- -

tin. Severe fighting is probable be
fore the Japanese succeed in reachin
the Hun river.

There is no further news from Port
Arthur, but the anxiety as to the fate
of its gallant defenders has been re-

lieved by foreign telegrams received
here announcing that the Japanese
have not captured any important po-

sitions.

RUSSIANS SHELL STATION.

Czar's Troops Reconnoitering Along the
Japanese Frontier.

General Kuroki's Headquarters In
the Field, S:'pt 23. The Russians are
reconnoitering along the Japanese
frontier with a large force of cavalry,
supported by gnus.

With three guns they appeared with-
in 6,000 yards of Yentai station and
threw a few shells at the station. They
continued the cannonading at intervals
all day.

The Russian force on the Mukdeu
road extends from Shuliho, eight miles
north of Yentai, to Tsaotoitsu, five
miles northeast.

An hour after the president's staff
left Oyster Hay by water a special
train bearing the wives and children
of the White House employees, the
White House messengers nud the of-

ficial records left for Long Island t'ity.
Attached to the special train was a
tar bearing the president's horse. The
passengers and freight of this special
train reached Jersey City at about the
same time ns the president arrived
there on the Sylph, and all then pro-
ceeded to Washington on a Pennsyl-
vania railroad train.

The president was strougly guarded
on the trip, and the crowd that gather-r- d

around him at the depot was kept
at a distance anil closely watched. At
the few stops made along the route to
Washington there were cheers and
calls for a speech.

Mr. Itoosevelt has enjoyed his vaca
tion as nincli and as strenuously as he
lias enjoyed other vacations, and he
returned to Washington lit in every
particular physically to enter upon a

period of hard work.
On Wednesday the president and

Mrs. Itoosevelt took their last horse-
back ride for the summer through the
village of Oyster Hay. The president
and his wife eutne in a fast gallop from
over the hill toward the summer White
House, both laughing as. they dashed
through the streets. It was a merry
sight, and, impulsively, citizens who
chanced Jo be hi the street at the time
shouted, "Hurrah for the president of
the United States!" Without stopping
their horses, Mr. and Sirs, lioosevelt
went flying' through the village and
were soon lost to sight ou the Kayvllle
roud.

The president expects to stay in
Washington until election day, when
lie will return to Oyster Bay in order
to east his vote. He expects to get
there early in the morning and return
to Washington that afternoon.

EASTLAND FREE.

Man on Trial For Murder of Luther
Holbert Discharged.

Indianola, Miss., Sept. '1 The trial
of C. ('. Eastland for the murder of
Luther Holbert and his wife by caus-
ing them to bo burned at the stake has
been suddenly ended.
, After the evidence was all in Sen-
ator Mcl.aurin made a motion for per-
emptory Instructions to the jury for
the discharge of the prisoner on the
ground that not a scintilla of evidence
tending to prove that Eastland had
been in any way a party to the lynch-
ing or had In any way aided or abetted
the binning had been introduced.

District Attorney Neill nroe and
said that in view of the failure of wit-
nesses to connect Eastland with the
lynching he would ask the court, to
grant Senator Mcl.atirin's motion.

The Rus
slans lost a captain and three men
killed and had forty-fiv- e men wounded.

THE PEACE CONGRESS.

Programme of Boston Meeting Effort
to Stop the War.

Boston, Sent. 23. Arrangements for
the international peace congress in
this city during the week of Oct. 3 in-

dicate that many men prominent in
various countries in the pence move-
ment will attend the convention.

Ways and means looking to the ces-
sation of hostilities between Russia
and Japan will be considered. On Sun-

day, Oct. 2, many churches through-
out greater Boston will hold siiecjul
services in the interest of peace and
arbitration, and visiting: clergymen
from abroad will deliver sermons.

On Monday the congress proceedings
will be opened by Edwin D. Mead of
Boston, chairman of the executive com-

mittee. Addresses are to he made by
Secretary of State Hay in behalf of
the government, Governor Bates for
the commonwealth and Mayor Collins
for the city. The business sessions
will be held every morning until Sat-

urday, and in the evening public meet
Ings will be held.

That, of Tuesday evening will be di-

rected to the work and influence of The
Hague tribunal. Andrew D. White,
chairman of the United States delega-
tion to The Hague conference, will
fireside, and there will be addresses by
Gustave Hubbard, member of the
French chamber of deputies; Oscar S.

Straus, one of the United States mem-
bers of The Hague tribunal; Sir John
MacDonall, professor of international
law at the University college iu Lon-

don, and others.
