times that gas and smoke which have
accumulated in the bore become Ignit-
ed and flash back into the turret. If

powder is exposed in the turret an ex-

plosion is almost sure to follow. The
new device consists of an accumulator
and connections that force a current of

air through the gun from the breech,
expelling the dangerous gases from th
muzzle.
