The tire started in the cold storage room

One of the leading members of the
House, who has been conferring a good
deal with the President of late, n man
wlxi has hitherto been classed as n
strong advocate of the "stand pal" poli-
cy, 'said today that, he believed it possi-
ble, in view of the overwhelming major-
ity of t he Republican party in t he elec-

tion, to undertake the revision of the
tariif without, disturbing the business
conditions of the country. He reasoned
that with a majority of more than 100
in the House the country would feel
assured that no radical action would be
taken. He believed Ihe Dingley sched-
ules should be revised as scientificallyas possible at an extra session, and a
new bill embodying the revised schedules
be passed at the extra session.
