New York, Nov, 17.—Eight shipwreck:
el sailors, the eaptain nod erew of
the threemnsted wehooner Islesboro,
who were rescued from their storm-
battered, water-ogpsd eraft, alter a
territile expovience in the  hurricane,
early this weok, were brought hore to-
day on the British steamer Atholl, The
rescug wis mnde in d us seas off
Cape Henry, north of THatterns, while
the waves were breaking over Lhe help
liswn craft fore and aft.

Huddled on the narrow roof of the
after honse, where they had boen driven
us the schooner settled wutil her deeka
were awash and swept by every wive,
the crew of the Isleaboro had nenrly
shondoned hu{m when the stemmer st
u hoat to thelr sasiatanes

Capt. Trim of the lslesliaro. sgtd he
wniled from Sevanneh, Ga., Nov. 9, for
New Bedford, Mawsa., with a eargo of
yellow pine.  Last Sunday the wind in-
erensed Lo hurriesne proportions, Sail
was shortened, but one by one  the
pivees of onnvas were rippal wway.

The Islmboro was boilt at Alexandria,
Va,, in 1852, and hnilid from New York.
