0, While Capt. Hogan's team won in
o moet declsiy manner, it failed to come
up to the expeclations of ith more ar-
dent admirers as an irresiatible seoring
machine. This was due to the fighting
spirit which Capt, Hurley bad infused
inta  HMarvard., There was mwo  groat,
strength to the Harvard atiack, but on
the defepsive Harvard met her oppo-
pent's rushes with such o wtubborn ye.
slstantes that it toak ahnost the entire
first Balf for Yale to oarn t touchdowe
Dyring this tiwe the play was entirely
i Harvard's tevritory with the ovimson
fighting desporately to prevent  Yale
from sooring,  After several attompis
to cross the crimwon goel line had been
foiled, Yale got together in ull of her
strongth aod begpg o rushing game  on
her own S4-yard fioe, that swept all be
fore it.  In exnctly 17 rushes Yale push-
od the ball over Tor o touchdown.
Lhese sories of tusles Harvanl wis Liviee
penalizad, five yards for off-side play
and when Yale had the ball ingide of
the fiveeyard line Flarvand was again
wnilised for ofl'side and was sel back
il the distance Yale bad fo make, and
then Morse wos slammed over for  the
dpare, with the whole teaw helping kim,

balf Harvard suecessiully defendod  her
