“Port Arthur has passed into the
bands of the enemy oftor a struggle
lusting eleven months, during seven of
which the bruve garrison was §solated
without hope. Nevertheless they sus-
tained the siege, mmidst hardships, pri-
vatlons and moral tortures without
complsint, determined that the enemy
should gain  nothing without paying
dearly.”

“With a hamiful of men wo withheld
the enomy's attacks. My brave sol-
diers amd sailors, lot not this worrow
disourage you, Our enemy 15 bravp
and strong and it i extremely diffieult
Lo sustnin Lthe st ¢ ut o distance of
10,000 versts, buit Russia in grest ond
powerful. During her national life of
s thouwsand years, ahe hos given hard
prools of her ability to overcome even
more sérivus dangers, She has with-

stood them, and pach time she has aris-
en more powerful than ever, afui full of
renowed vigor.”
"Wa are preatly by the lack
of succons and the painful losses, but let
ws not nbandow cournge.

1 am
eontfident, as is every Russiap, that the
hour of vietary is striking and God will
bless my deur srmy and fleet in their
eflorts to erush the enemy, and snstain
the honor and glory of owur fawiériand.”
