The procession, which was five miles

long, was three hours in passing the sa-

luting base, after which the troops paused
out of the city through the new town.
The correspondents then visited the cap-
tured city fur the first time.

The old town buildings were badly
smashed by shells, but in the new town
the damage was blight. All the ship-
ping in tlie harbor was badly damaged
by shell tire, the warship being practi-rall- y

useless owing to the injuries they
had sustained by shells.

E. F. Swift Declares Profits

of Company Small.

LESS THAN ANY OTHER FIRM

They Range from V to 2 Per Cent, and

Have Not Exceeded Per Cent in

Three Years Literature

for Congress.

Washington, Jan. 16. Evidence that
the trust managers and others are

to appreciate to the utmost the
serious nature of the administration's
purpose to get at the bottom of ques-
tionable combinations, to control rail-

road rebate practices, have a rate law
enacted, and the like, is eeen in the

growing amount of literature descend

ing on members ot (.'ongress.
A sample of the communications mem

bers are getting was made public by a

prominent representative at tlie lute
Honse today. He had previously shown
the letter to the President. It is from
Edward F. Swift, of Swift
6 Co., of Chicago, and calls attention to
the alleged slight profits of the com-

pany.
Mr. Swift said there was no conspira-

cy and "The pel cent, of profits on sales
in the packing house industry was less
than in other lines of business."

As additional information, Mr. Swift
says the profit on sales for the past
three years has ranged from I 2 to 2

per cent., and did not exceed 2 percent,
in either year. Swift & Co. have over
6,000 stockholders, he says, averaging
sixty shares each, and the stock sells
publicly in the ojen market and pays
7 per cent, dividend. Mr. Swift says,
further, the capital is represented in
stock all paid for in cash at par, and
that "Only one class of stock has been
issued, and no stock dividends have ever
been declared."

IN SMOOT'S BEHALF.

Former Justice of Supreme Court of
Utah Voices His Praise.

Praise.

Washington, Jan. 16. Judge James
A. Miner of Salt Lake, formerly of
the Supreme Court of Utah, was re-

called today as a witness in the Smoot
investigation before the Senate commit-
tee on privileges and elections.

He testified as to Mr. Smoot's good
character and to his prominence politi-
cally in 1890, when Judge Miner went
to Utah, He said Mr. Smoot was re-

garded as one of the coming men and
one who had always stood for the en-
forcement of the laws. Polygamy is
decreasing so rapidly, according to the
witness, that he believed Utatl would
be better in ten years than any state
in the Union.

MILLIONS FOR BUILDINGS.

Government Expended Over $5S,00Cy
000.

Washington, Jan. 17. The cost of
certain public buildings in Washington
lias oeen ngurea by v. i. Ivemper, an
pervising architect of the Treasury De
partment, for the information of the
House. Ihe total cost of the Capitol,
including the old building, practicaih
destroyed in 1841, is given as W.071
849.41., The new dome cost $1,047,291..
89, It is the most costly public build
big in Washington.

Repairs and improvements on the
White House have cost $1,752,289.21
since 1807, but there is no record in tin
Architect Bureau of the original cost oi
the building. The State, War and Navy
Building cost from 1S72 to 1891 $10,
071,916.77, while the cost of the Treas-
ury Department Building has been $7,
250,510.88, including $6,128,553.45 foi
original construction and furrnsliing.

ment of $3,652,705.81, and the Interi-
or Department Building $2,231,081.58.
The Post Office' Building, including the
site, cost $3,303,490.77; The Pension
Office Building, comparatively modest,

The scenes following the surrender
were disgraceful. Drunken soldiers
filled the streets and refused to obey
their officers. Many of them destroyed
the guns upon tho positions they had
defended and came into the city with-
out permission.

The infantry protested that the fort-res- ?

had been given away, threw their
rifles and ammunition into the harbor,
and proceeded to break into warehouses
and loot and drink vodka until in a
helpless condition.

It wan evident that the surrender was
' not necessary, as 31,000 effective men

were in the fortress. The supply of
ammunition was short, but it was not
exhausted. Food was scarce, bnt pri-
vate stores were not requisitioned by
tho military. There is no diilieulty in
getting good meals in the city even now
from tho stores in private possession.
A portion of the fortress was capable of
defence for months longer.

It w;i the opinion of the
at Port Arthur that the surrender

was unnecessary, as the troops were
willing and able to fight to' the bitter
end. (Jen. Roessel was much blamed
for what was characterized as a dis-

graceful conclusion of a splendid de-

fence which ended with the death of
Mnj.-Gen- . Kondratenko, who was loved

by the pohliers and was theijife of the
defence.

Memorial services were held today in
honor of the spirits of the Japanese
dead, upon the plain north of the village
of Nhntahi. a short distance from Port
Arthur. Regiments representing the
entire Japanese army were present. A
shrine was erected on the crest of a
small hill, and tho troops formed in a
circle around it. (Jen. Nogi and his
stall were present;. Lunch wrs served
afterwards in the. open to all the officers

present. It was n splendid spectacle.

TWO MORE SEIZURES.

Jerome's Deputies Scooping in Gambling
Outfits.

New York, .Jan. 16. Dist.-Att- Je-

rome today seized two moTe assortments
of gambling paraphernalia, the where-
abouts of which were revealed to him
this morning by the admissions of gam-
blers who tame to hs office in response
to subpoenas.

"Davy" Johnson, the alleged proprie-
tor of a gambling house in West Forty-thir- d

street, was the district attorney's
first caller, Johnson came in answer to
a summons issued last week, and was
accompanied, by ns counsel, Darnel
O'Reilly.

It vas as a result of Mr, Jerome's
talk with Johnson that the parapherna-
lia for ronlette and faro were seized.

Frank McDougal, who kept a house at
No. 15 West Thirty-secon- d street, as he
told the district attorney, "for many
years," was also interview by Mr. ' Je
rome. He told where his gambling out
fit was, and it will be taken and tie
stroyed. The Thirty-secon- d street house
was formerly "Sol" Lichtenstein's place.

Frank Farrell, today, through lus at-

torney, consented to turn over to Mr.
Jerome for destruction all of his gam
bling paraphernalia. Earrell's conces-
sion includes the costly faro and roul-

ette outfits taken in a raid at 33 West
Thirty-thir- street in December, 1903,
which have been since at police head
quarters, Farrell also will deliver alt
the gambling property now installed at
51 West Thirty-thir- d street, which will
be handed over on Wednesday.

DARLING WOULD TAKE IT.

Assistant Secretary of the Navy Candi-

date for Collector of Customs.

Berinington, Jan. 16, The Hon,
Charles H. Darling of this place, the
well known lawyer, now assistant sec-

retary of the navy at Washington, is a
candidate for the office of colector of
customs for the district of Vermont to
succeed the Hon. Olin Merrill of Enos-bur- g

Falls, upon the expiration of his
second term in October of this year.

Mr. Darling has been desirous of re-

turning to Vermont before long and of
resuming the practice of law here, and
the announcement of his candidacy for
the collectorship may, perhaps, be a
significant indication that his stay in

Washington is likely to bo short wheth-
er ho is successful in obtaining the col-

lectorship or not.

in Congress toward his candidacy, Mr.

Darling's personal relations with the
delegation are very cordial as their en-

thusiastic advocacy of his promotion to
the secretaryship attests.' Whether
there is any obstacle in his way in the
form of prior pledges on the part of
any of them to the support of O. M.

NO CHANCE TO MURDER

Tucker's Mother Goes on the Stand

First Witness for the Defense Is
Dr. Frazer, Expert oh

Handwriting.

Cambridge, Mass., Jan. 16. Intense-

ly interesting was this, the first day of
the defence in the trial of Charles L.
Tucker. First of all came the outline
by the junior counsel for the defence as
to what would be offered in behalf of
the defendant, and then, in connection
with another branch of the case, the
prisoner's mother took the witness box
and stood facing her boy. - v ,

llie point on which she was called to
give testimony was this: The knife
found m her house, in her sons coat
pocket, was supposed to have been ob-

tained by the officers on the strength
of a search warrant for a graphophone
alleged to have been stolen trom one ot
the boathouses.

Mr. Vahey said the warrant was a
mere subterfuge, and the action on it a
violation of the defendant's constitu-
tional rights. Airs. Tucker was called
to show that tlie warrant was served on
her. She said the officers came to the
house and said they wanted to search
it.

Thev handed her a paper which she
said she did not read, and then they
went upstairs and got the knife, al
though they told her they were looking
gor a graphophone.

Mr. Vahey said the defence would

show that Tucker could not have done
the murder- - that it was a physical im-

possibility for him to have done it.
He placed Tucker, as did the common-

wealth, on Weston bridge at about noon
of the day of the murder. He would
show that he walked up South avenue
as far' as Cutter's Corner, and that he
then turned down East Newton street.
Witnesses would be produced who saw
him at that point and at a point farther
down East Newton street. It was after
12:20 o'clock when he passed Mr. Dooley
digging in the street, and the time at
which he was seen at various other
points on the route would indicate that
it was a physical impossibility for him
to have gone to the Page house and to
have done the murder.

The defence would controvert with
witnesses of national reputation much
of the medical and handwriting testi-
mony of the government, and as for the
pin, said to have been stolen from the
I'age house on the day of the murder,
the defence would show by numbers of
witnesses that the pin belonged to Tuck-
er and had been worn by him for
at least two years previous to the
murder. ;

Martial Law in Brazil.

Washington, Jan. 16. According to
a cablegram received at the State De-
