New York Central Acquires
Control.

NEW DIRECTORS ELECTED

Webb, Depew, Clement, Proctor and

Others Remain W. H. New-

man Succeeds Webb as

President.

New York, Jan. 18. The New York

Central Railroad Company announces
that it has bought control of the Rut-

land railroad and of the St. Lawrence
& Adirondack by the purchase of the
majority of stock of each road. .

At a meeting of the Rutland direc-
tors the following named were elected
to represent the new control: W. K.
Vanderbilt, S. W. Vanderbilt, II. Melt.
Twombly, J. P. Morgan, William Rocke-

feller, James Stillman and W. II. New-
man. The following named directors
remained on the board: Seward Webb,
Cbaunecy M. Depew, and Messrs. Mer-

rill, Clement, Proctor, and Pine. Practi-
cally the same board of directors was
elected for the St. 'Lawrence & Adiron-
dack.

The new directors of the Rutland
elected the following named officers:
President, V. H. Newman; vice presi-
dents, E. V. W. Kossister, V. C. Brown,
John Carstensen, Aug. W. J. Wilgus,
assistant clerk, Dwight Pardee; assist-
ant treasurer, E. L. Rossister. The
same otlicers were elected for St. Law-
rence & Adirondack except that Messrs.
Pardee and Rossister were elected sec-

retary and treasurer, respectively.
Mr. Newman is president of the New

York Central, and the new
of the Rutland are also

of the New York Central.
The Rutland Railroad company oper-

ates 415 miles of road between Bellows
Falls, Ogdensburg, and Rutland, Vt., and
Chatham, N. Y. It also controls the
Rutland Transit company, which oper-
ates steamers between Ogdensburg and
Chicago, Duluth, etc. All but $199,400
of the common stock has been exchang-
ed for the preferred stock on the basis
of ten shares of common stock for one
share of preferred stock. The preferred
stock has had an irregular dividend rec-

ord. Tbe last dividend was paid in
January, 1903. The surplus earnings
since that time have been applied to
improvements. The preferred stock
prior to 1895 paid 4 per cent annually
for a number of years, but at the pres-
ent time there are more than 130 per
cent of accumulated dividends on it.
The latest published statement of earn-
ings was for the quarter ended Dec.
31, which showed a surplus after
charges of $54,681 which compared with
$30,776 for the same quarter in 1903.

BE PASSED

Railroad Rate JLegislationJby

Congress Seems Likely.

BASED ON HEPBURNIBILL

To This Extent the Situation Has Now

Cleared The Seaate However,

Dominates the

Field.

Washington, D. C, Jan. IS. It is
asserted today with more than ordinary
show of conviction that an agreement
is making, between the leaders of the
Senate, and of the House of Represen-
tatives). In accordance with which rail-
road rate legislation will be enacted into
law at the present session of Con-

gress.
Ihe basis of the legislation will be

the measure drawn bv Col. W. P. Hep
burn, chairman of the interstate and
foreign commerce committee of the
House. That bill has already been con-

sidered by the President, Atty. Gen.
Moody, Secretaries Taft and Morton,
and members of the Hon.se and Senate.
It does not meet the approval of all,
but it is believed to be a good foundation
lor a measure which probably can be
enacted.

It is suggested that an effort niav be
made to enact a law that in a perfunc-
tory way would meet the recommenda
tions ot rresnlent Koosevelt, yet not
to be what he wants. It is indicated
authoritatively, however, that no such
measure as that is likely to be enacted.
The President and his friends, who are
aware or tne plan suggested, will not
permit such a situation to arise.

The probability is that the Hepburn
bill will lie introduced very soon. It
will be referred then to the committee
on interstate and foreign commerce, and
within a reasonable time be reported to
the House from that committee. The
expectation is that the measure will
be passed by the House before Feb.
1. What the Senate may do with the
bill yet is problematical, but the Presi-
dent has received assurances that a vig-
orous effort will be made to secure af-
firmative action on it at this .

In this effort it is understood the ma-

jority will have the support of many
Democratic senators.

CHICAGO'S SUBWAY.

Features of the City's Underground
Freighting System.

While the New York subway takes
piisxcngera and pedestrians from con-

gested streets, the Chicago tunnel sys-

tem purposes to do away with the
teaming nod heavy hauling on the
thoroughfares, making It possible for
a million people to use with comfort
the downtown streets in pleasure vehi-

cles or street cars, unimpeded by the
delivery carts, drays and coal wagons
that have rendered the highways al-

most impassable at times, says Wil-

liam E. Danfortb In Harper's Weekly.
The street situation in Chicago may

lie better understood when it Is re-

called that the early builders of the
city for financial aud physical reasons
centered the railway terminals, freight
depots, wholesale establishments, re-

tail stores aud more than 70 per cent
of the manufacturing plants within or
on the edge of an area one and one-hal- f

miles square. The teaming neces-

sary to the transfer of goods in this
district baa grown to such proportions
as to be uueijualed in any city of the
world for a similar space. On thirty-tw- o

miles of streets the daily move-

ment of merchandise has averaged
112,000 tons. During the busy hours
as many as a thousand teams have
been counted passing a street corner
In an hour. Within a section one and
one-hal- f miles square 70,000 vehicles
have been employed at a yearly cost
of $50,000,000. while 750,000 clerks, la-

boring people and business men have
been confined to the same territory, to-

gether with thousands olkhoppers vis-

iting the retail stores.
In view of these conditions it Is easy

to see what the subterranean freight-

ing system means to Chicago. The
basement of every business house in

the congested area now has direct ac-

cess to tbs subway tracks leading to
the terminal railway freight yards and
to the" depots of the twenty-fiv- e rail-

way trunk lines and the thirteen
branches entering the city.
