TravelingSchools for Instruct

ing Farmers in Planting

LECTURES GIVEN ON TRAINS

Interest Manifested by Farmers ia the
Scheme of the Burlington Railway

and University of Nebraska to
Help Farmers in Illinois.

Because the Burlington railway is a
corn fed road W. 11. Manss, its indus-
trial commissioner, is running seed
corn specials through Illinois, Nebras
ka arid Iowa, says the Chicago News.
A seed corn special is a temporary mer-

ger of a great railroad and an agri-
cultural school; it is a farmers' insti-
tute on wheels.

Two or more long passenger coaches
transformed into lecture rooms, a cou-

ple of private cars for the faculty, a
locomotive with an engineer aboard
who knows all the sidings, "Vs." Jerk
water lines, branches, feeders end main
lines which traverse the corn belt, half
a score of professors and agricultural
experts, several railroad officials and a
train crew hungry for hard work and
used to It go toward the making of
this high geared section of the agricul-
tural department of a state university.

Just now the Burliuston's seed corn
special is serving the corn raisers of"
Illinois. Later on it goes to Iowa.
Last month it was in coinmiKSion six
days and 10,800 Nebraska corn buskers
jammed Its lecture cars, nud part of
that time an old fashioned Nebraska
blizzard was trying to blow the train
off the rails.

Some one told Industrial Commission-
er Manss last fall that If but one ker
nel could be added to every ear of corn
In the United States the national yield
Of that cereal would be increased 2,000,-00- 0

busnobi. Being a railroad man, ke
asked, "What's the matter with ndding
100 extra kernels to every ear of corn
along our right of way?"

A professor of agriculture remarked
that any farmer could get that result
if be only would select his seed corn
as they do it at the agricultural experi
ment station of western state univer
sities. .

Increased corn yield means Increased
freight business. So It was not Ion
before the Burlington road and the
University of Nebraska had coupled up
on the proposition to spread the gospel
of scientific selection of seed corn
among the farmers of Nebraska. Then
for a week a large proportion of the
cora raisers of that state rode on
passes. This novel experience wns one
of the rewards received for attending
the unique school. At Lincoln two
passenger coaches were taken lu hand.
Seats were knocked out In one end of
each car, and platforms for the lec-

turers were built In the made spaces.
The professors took possession of the
cars, hung diagrams, huge photographs
and samples of all kinds of corn around
the platforms and festooned the select-
ed engine with cornstalks and nubbins
in a string.

Every station agent, minor railroad
official and traveling passenger agent
in that section of the land was pressed
Into service to tell the farmers about
the coming of the corn special. Long
before "Manss' corn booster," as the
train was called, was ready to start
every farmer in the southeast quarter
of Nebraska south of the placid Platte
or north of that elougater water
film knew just when the seed corn spe-
cial would pass bis way. Certain corn
shipping centers were selected for the
lecture points. From ten to thirteen
speaking stops were made each day,
and at every place two nnd sometimes
three lectures were delivered simul-'- .

xaneouhiy, lor onen uotii cars were
Jammed and an overflow meeting had
to be held around the cannon stove In
the railway station.

The special stopped to pk-- up farm-
ers ut stations between the speaking
points. Whore the run was lang enough
to give the necessary half hour the
seed corn talk was given on the way.
The "pickups" then were handed passes
back to their home towns.

What strangely Impressed a city man
who was one of the special's party in
Nebraska was the eagerness to learn
something new manifested by the ma-

jority of. the corn raisers 'who heard
the lectures. Farmers drove over the
vind swept roads fifteen and twenty
.tnilea. faced a below zero gale blowing
forty miles an hour and slept all night 3
In a railroad station Just to listen to a
thirty minute talk on the proper selec-
tion f seed corn. Many of them wert
of foreign birth, and the city mar.
learned that most of them had been In
this country but a few years. They
wanted to learn all they could and
were not ashamed to admit it.

All these foreign born .Nebraska ai
farmers were In that condition known G.
as prosperous. They cheerfully admit-
ted they were, "getting along" and
pointed to their well fed, well groomed
horses and brand new green high sided
farm wagons, to their piano box bug-
gies, with speedy roadsters in the

a cent less than $200. On his head was
an expensive sealskin cap, and sealskin,
gauntlets made paws of his hands.

The lectures which these so called
"com sharps" are delivering to farm- -

era are models of their kind. Into thir-
ty minutes a speaker crowds the re-
sults of many years of experiments and
successes. These professors for the
time become Catling guns whose mis-
siles are new facts based upon proved
results.

On this series of trips the seed corn
special has to do solely with the mat-
ter of selecting seed corn for next
spring's planting. Later, however, a
special Is to go luto the semiurtd belt
of some of the western states. There
the farmers, who are fighting nature
herself In their efforts to grow crops
where water Is so precious that It is
measured out In quarter inches, will be
shown the wonders of soil Inoculation.
Bacteria which breed nitrogen will be
carried along fur distribution bacteria
which are done up in packages and
are so marvelously reproductive that
a handful of the dried up 'germs is
enough to vaccinate a ten acre field.
And with these bacteria, these nitro-
gen producing organisms which double
and treble the yield of alfalfa and
clover, will grow new , varieties of
wheat and oats that need so little water
that they flourish in sandy wastes and
thrive in almost totally nrid regions.
