"Tlio only book at first submitted
to us was one in which appeared the
individual accounts of those who had
received city aid. This could not be
intelligently reported upon, or verified,
on account of erasures, interlining and
penciling over. From a business stand-
point your auditors cannot npprove of
accounts so presented, nor would the
same be allowed in a private business
of the most bumble proportions.

"In addition to these general objec-
tions, we specifically condemn the sub-
stitution of a voucher of equal amount
for one disallowed, when the second,
although duly receipted, is not for the
same items as that first presented. Nor
can the second be a true voucher with-
out increasing an individual account by
the sum of $24.25. We also condemn
the addition to a receipted voucher of
an entry paid on the following month
from date thereof, and the penciling
over and adding to itemized bills from
merchants. We have no reason to be-

lieve that any of the above acts called
to your attention were done with inten-
tion to deceive, but rather from a

that only facts and figures
can govern an auditing board.

""We would recommend that the com-
mittee whose duty it is during the
year to act with the overseer, familiar-
ize itself more with the department de-

tails to the end that the present situa-
tion may not repeat itself. We think
it is also a duty of the committee to
see that the necessary aid given to the
poor lie administered with judgment, as,
in our opinion, expenditures have been
made, in some canes, for goods, and
in amounts not warranted under the
title of charity. The charity ' commit-
tee, at request of the mayor, did on
one occasion investigate the extraordin-
ary expense, and their report is on file.
F.verything was satisfactory to them,
but we confess our inability to come to
the same conclusion.

The sums
turned over to the treasurer from towns
and individuals, by the overseer, amount
to $767.00, of which $22.50 dated from
the first three months of the year."

A special meeting of 'the city council
last evening listened to the reports of
the city treasurer and of the auditors,

After
aome further discussion the matter waa
referred back to the original committee
with the addition of Alderman Burke,
to report on Monday next.

It was stated by Alderman Robins
that it was costing the city about $20
a day to thaw out frozen eity water
pipes. Water Supt. Campbell said that
the agent for an electrical apparatus
to thaw water pipes was in the city,
and on inquiry of the Viles electric
company, the latter had promised to
furnish the "juice" to work it, if tried.
The manager of the company thoughtit owed that much courtesy to the city
for favors received. It waa voted to

.liave one of the machines tried out, and
if practical, to purchase. The continued
cold ia freezing more pipes every day.

Auditors' Report.
The report of the city auditors, as

read, accepted and ordered printed, is
as follows:

"We have carefully examined the
books and accounts of the city treasur-
er, finance committee, water superin-
tendent, school commissioners, cemetery
commissioners, superintendent of streets,
city engineer, trustee of the sinking
fund, and find to the best of our know-
ledge that they are correct accounts,
duly balanced, and all expenditures prop-
erly vouched for. The auditors have

. also examined all the warrants,' which,
upon approval of the city council, have
been drawn by the mayor. Warrants

. drawn by the school commissioners have
also been examined, and are correctly
reported by the treasurer in the
respective departments.

"City Constable Coutts' books show
thnt moneys collected by hitn on the
delinquent tax accounts of 1003 and
lihlt have practically all been turned
over to the city treasurer. Tax Col-
lector Buchanan's books show the fol-

lowing accounts as collected, hut not
yet turned over to the treasurer:

On tax bill of 1901 .... $G.3
On tax bill of 1902.... 6.33

Overseer of Poor.
"The first three months of the year

L. II. Thurston was the official in office,
and his accounts being examined were
found correct, and all expenditures prop-
erly vouched for. The expenditures were
$1,339.38, and a balance on hand of
$0.71 was duly turned over to city
treasurer. Other details will be found
in his report.

"For the balance of the year, namely,
from April 1st, Charles A. Smith was
overseer, and as far as we are able, we
have examined his accounts. We regret,
however, to report that the accounting
was of such a nature that it was im-

possible to prove balances, hence, our
findings difrer somewhat from those pre-
sented in his report. Further, in regard
to expenditures, we found a great many
not vouched for in any way other than
by a return check; others insufficiently
vouched for by receipted statements,
unaccompanied by any itemized bills,
and again, others by nothing save the
overseer's entry. A return cheek is evi-
dence only that a sum of money was
paid to an individual, not necessarily
for a debt contracted by the city. No
evidence whatever is shown by a return
check made payable to an individual or

We find the assessors had no
less than nine different persons in their
employ, who received payment in sums
varying from $5.40 to $113.00, making
a total of $218.00. This, added to
the salaries of the three officers, made
the cost of assessing $342.95 for the
year, plus stationery, etc. The grand
list, in spite of cost, was not a model
one, either from a clerical point of view,
nor for its exactitude. After return
made by the assessors, $412.40 was add-
ed to the list from errors and additions,
netting the city $1,113.48.

On the other hand, abatements on the
original list were very large with many
yet to follow, this principally from list-

ing persons twice, as also padding list
with names of unknown or former resi-
dents. This may appear trivial, but
it must ke borne in mind that the state
gets 14 cents on the dollar of the whole
list, as also the school commissioners
the amount raised for them, the city
general fund being the loser in every
case, besides paying all expenses in-

curred.
We would recommend that the as-

sessors in revising their list verify the
delinquent list of former year. This in
itself would have saved lots of expense.
We do not pretend that the listing can
be made errorless, but we think that
with reasonable care many mistakes
might be avoided. That the duty is
onerous and diilicult is without ques-
tion, but the remuneration of $3.50 per
diem would seem sufficient to warrant
a member devoting his whole working
time to duties that he has been willing
to undertake. We might here state our
belief that the ellieiency of this and
the poor department was undoubtedly
impaired by one member holding a dou

j. hie position. In April and May, .Air.
Junius accounts showed twenty-si- full
days' work as assessor, beside finding
time for his duties as overseer.
